Protection of Nature
Suggested level – A2+
Objectives: practice vocabulary on the topic;
                   develop reading, speaking, listening and writing skills;
                   discuss the importance of protecting the environment;
                   develop critical thinking;
                   support ideas with some details.
Materials: board, students book “Challenge 4”, video ‘Save Our World”, handouts, poster with the rules of writing a ‘senkan’.
Procedure
I. Introduction. Warm-up
T: Good morning dear students. Today we are going to discuss not only the environmental problems, but also the ways how to protect our nature. 
Look at board and answer the questionnaire
Which of these things do you do?
1. Turn the lights off when you leave the room.
2. Walk or cycle to school every day.
3. Leave the TV or hi-fi on the standby.
4. Use a reusable bag when you go shopping.
5. Use both sides of a piece of paper.
6. Drop litter when you are out with your friends.
7. Collect and recycle cans and plastic bottles.
(students choose a sentence and explain their ideas)

2. Reading (Challenge 4; unit 3, p.32-33)
Pre-reading: work in pairs. Do you know where your shoes, bag, phone and clothes were made? Make a list.

While-reading: read the text about Tradecraft. Find two examples each of:
1. Green products.
2. Fair business.
TRADECRAFT   The organization that fights poverty by giving a fair deal to producers in the developing world. 
Welcome to the Tradecraft gift catalogue! All our fantastic, good-value gifts are guaranteed to help the people who make the products. 
TISSUES We make our tissues in the UK from 100% recycled paper. We don’t cut down any trees to make them – and we are using waste paper that would otherwise have gone into landfill. Despite making the tissues in the UK, we use the money to help people in the developing world by teaching them important skills.
COFFEE An Indian cooperative grows the beans that make our coffee. Over 5000 farmers are in the cooperative and they use their profits to pay for clean water, education and health care. Although they grow the coffee for export, it isn’t only the farmers who benefit. Local people roast and pack the coffee in India, which gives them employment. 
CHOCOLATE We use pretty, recycled, handmade paper from Nepal to pack our delicious chocolate. Despite living in one of the poorest countriesin the world, the workers in the paper factory have good pay and working conditions. In addition to being a good employer, the paper company pays for education and environmental projects. 
NOTEBOOK AND RUBBER The “Tyred of Poverty” notebook has got a recycled car tire cover! And we use recycled paper inside this cool notebook so we don’t cut down any trees to make it.
Most stationary companies make rubbers from PVC – one of the world plastics. Although we make our “Rub Out Poverty” rubber without using PVC, it works really well!

Pre-listening: you are going to watch the video about the consequences of pollution of the environment and the ways of solving these problems. 
While-listening: work in 2 groups. Listen to the text and fill in the table. 1st group completes the part with ‘the consequences’, 2nd group completes the part with ‘solving the problems’.
