Greetings. Warm-up
· What are you thinking about at the moment?... (expected answers are about the students’ mood, plans for the weekend, the weather, etc)

          Speaking 
· The intern: “Can you name any global problems?”(the students present their ideas concerning environmental problems, education, poverty, war conflicts, hunger etc).

          Listening
· The intern: “ In September 2015 World Leaders committed to the Global Goals for Sustainable Development. 17 goals to achieve 3 extraordinary things in the next 15 years. End extreme poverty. Fight inequality and injustice. Fix climate change. To realize these Goals everyone, however young they are, needs to take part¨.

Read the text and match the logos of the international organizations (A-G) with the goals these organizations pursue (1-7)
      The United Nations Children's Emergency Fund 
It was created by the United Nations General Assembly in 1946, to provide emergency food and healthcare to children in countries that had been devastated by World War II. Its headquarters are in New York. It funds programmes to improve children’s health, education and nutrition. It also assists children affected by disasters. 

The World Wildlife Fund for Nature 
It is an international non-governmental organization founded in 1961. It is the world's largest conservation organization with over 5 million supporters worldwide, working in more than 100 countries, supporting around 1,300 conservation and environmental projects. Currently it focuses on restoring populations of 36 species including elephants, tunas, whales and dolphins. Its symbol shows an endangered animal that was brought from the Beijing zoo to the London zoo in 1958.

The International Red Cross and Red Crescent Movement 
It is an international humanitarian movement with approximately 97 million volunteers, members and staff worldwide, which was founded in the 19th century to protect human life and health, and to prevent human suffering. It organizes nursing and care for those who are wounded on the battlefield, supervises the treatment of prisoners of war, helps with the search for missing persons in an armed conflict, supports local health care projects, organizes and leads relief assistance missions after natural disasters, epidemics, mass refugee flights, and other emergencies.

Greenpeace 
It is an independent global campaigning organization that acts to protect and conserve the environment and to promote peace by defending our oceans, by challenging wasteful and destructive fishing, and creating a global network of marine reserves, by protecting the world's remaining ancient forests which we all depend on, by working for disarmament and peace, by reducing dependence on finite resources and calling for the elimination of all nuclear weapons, by campaigning for sustainable agriculture.

The World Food Programme 
It is the food assistance branch of the United Nations. From its headquarters in Rome and more than 80 country offices around the world, the programme works to help people who are unable to produce or get enough food for themselves and their families. It focuses on those who are most vulnerable to hunger: women, children, the sick and the elderly. School-feeding and/or take-home ration programmes in 71 countries help students focus on their studies and encourage parents to send their children, especially girls, to school.

ActionAid 
It was founded in 1972 as a child sponsorship charity when 88 UK supporters sponsored 88 children in India and Kenya, the primary focus being on providing children with an education. Over time, it has become an international coalition fighting poverty and injustice across the globe. Its mission is to work with poor and excluded people. It works with local partners in over 45 countries, helping over 15 million impoverished and disadvantaged people worldwide. Its head office is located in South Africa. 

The International Organization for Peace, Care and Relief (IOPCR ) 
It is a non-governmental organization founded in 1999 to act in different humanitarian fields. It deals with peace, stability and prosperity. It defends the rights of individuals that guarantee them a home country in which they can live in peacefully and securely, provides the protection to refugees, contradicts the production and use of all forms of weapons, in particular weapons of mass destruction, condemns all forms of aggression and military conflicts against peoples.

Actually, no matter how young you are, the main thing you need is the belief that it’s your concern. If you think this is just somebody else’s problem it will very soon be your problem as well.
