Introduction
Teacher: Good afternoon, dear students and guests. I’m glad see you at our today’s lesson. Students, please greet our guests.
Pupils: Good afternoon, dear guests. Glad to see you.
 Teacher: Thank you. Be seated, please. I hope you will be very active today working on the topic of our less on. I want you to guess it doing some kind of activity. You know that working on any topic we always find some proverbs or sayings on this topic. On these tables you can also see some sayings concerning the topic of our lesson. But they are scrambled. Please combine them into full sentences and stick on the blackboard.

Pupils make the sentences and stick them to the blackboard.

Teacher:  What are these sayings about? Yes, you are right. They are about food. So today we are going to sum up what you have learned at our lessons on this topic.So, good luck.

Warming up :
Teacher: As you remember we started our lesson with some secret sayings. I have one more secret for you. Can you see these white sheets on the blackboard? There are letters hidden under them which stand for the title of the presentation some of you have prepared for today’s lesson. To guess it we will play a game called “Spoiled Telephone”. For this game I need two teams and in order to unite you into these teams I want you to  remind me some tongue twisters we learned at our lessons. Do you remember them?

Pupils recite the tongue twisters.

In a proper coffee-pot.

Peter Piper picked a peck of pickled peppers;

A peck of pickled peppers Peter Piper picked;

I think the one about dinner and supper is the most suitable. Well, let’s recite it all together. When you hear the words “supper” and “dinner” and feel me touching your shoulder, please stand up and go to the blackboard, uniting into two teams. “Dinners” are on the left, “suppers” on the right.
Pupils unite into two teams.
Now let me remind you the rules of our game. You should turn back and close your ears. Open them only when you hear your neighbor taps you on the shoulder. Listen to the word and tell it to the other one, the last in a row should run to the blackboard and write the words. Please write them in a column. You will get the words (not the words, but the pictures) from me. So everybody but the 1st players turn back and close your ears (you may use your earphones).
In turn pupils run up to the teacher, look at the pictures and play the game.

The words: hamburger, egg, apple, lemon, tomato, hot dog, yoghurt, fish, onion, omelette, dill.
Teacher:  Well let’s circle the first letters and compare them to those hidden under the sheets of paper. What can you read on the blackboard? You are right:  HEALTHY FOOD.
So I want to invite the authors of the presentation to the blackboard and ask for your attention.

Ingredients

4 SERVINGS:
2 cups 1/4-inch-thick rounds peeled carrots (about 3 medium-large)

1 1/2 cups thinly sliced leeks (white and pale green parts only; about 2 medium)

1 1/4 pounds skinless boneless chicken thighs, cut into 2-inch cubes

Sea salt

2 tablespoons all purpose flour

1 teaspoon chopped fresh thyme

1 teaspoon paprika

2 tablespoons olive oil

1/2 cup dry white wine

1/2 cup low-salt chicken broth

1/2 cup heavy whipping cream

1 tablespoon Dijon mustard

1/4 cup chopped fresh Italian parsley

Fresh thyme sprigs
