Мета:

виховна: виховувати позитивне ставлення до спорту, стимулювати учнів до спортивної поведінки та витривалості, розвивати прагнення бути переможцем у всіх життєвих обставинах.

Очікуванні результати:

● виділяти головне із прочитаного;

● розвивати логічне мислення та уважність;

● відповідати на питання, виконувати пошукову роботу;

● висловлювати свої думки.

2. Засвоять основи часових форм дієслів в англійській мові.

4. Розвинуть навички сприйняття на слух, читання та спілкування англійською мовою, розширять свій кругозір. 

Тип уроку: застосування знань, умінь та навичок.

Course of the lesson

I. Organizing part of the lesson.

Today we will speak about Olympic Games, listen to the text about their history, do lexical and grammar exercises which help you to widen your knowledge about this kind of competition and develop your lexical and grammar skills.

Winter Olympic Games first took place in 1924, and they were the same year as summer Olympic Games. But after starting in1994, the Winter Olympic Games take place two years after Summer Games. Sportsmen from many countries take part in skiing, hockey, skating and other sports.
