Greeting. T: Good morning, children. Glad to see you. Today we have a demonstrative lesson. 
II. Introducing the topic.T: The theme is given on the blackboard. Can you decipher it using the key on the left? Ss : Yes, it’s “ Landmarks of Ukraine”.
III. Brainstorming: T: What do we need to discuss the topic? Ss: We need to revise words. T: Right. What words beginning with these letters can you think of? Ss: 
L: lake
A: ancient
N: new
D: destination
M: mountain
A: allow
R: river
K:know
S:sea

IV. Justifying the plan and procedure, choosing the strategies. T: What else do we need to speak on the topic? Ss: We have to revise our knowledge on the text.
V. Reading and listening: T: Yes, we have to recollect some facts about world-famous landmarks. So, we’re going to read some interesting facts  about Stonehenge. Your task will be to fill in the gaps in the text. Then we are going to work in pairs to discuss the text.
Ss read text “Stonehenge” Stonehenge is a circle of large standing stones on Salisbury Plain in Willshire , England. It was built in pre-historic times. Work on the stone circle began in about 3100 BC. About a century  later, the large circle of stones around a smaller semi-circle was added. These stones are 9 m long and weigh 50 tons. It is not known exactly why Stonehenge was built, but it is thought that the builders were sun worshippers .What is surprising about Stonehenge is the fact that some of the stones were brought from as far as 385 km away. Today, thousands of tourists travel to see Stonehenge.

VII. Speaking in pairs (Merry-go-round) Ss ask each other questions in pairs. Time limit: 2 minutes: 1.Where is Stonehenge located?          2.When was Stonehenge built?     3. When did the work on Stonehenge begin?    4. What is the size of the stones?
VIII. Listening T: Before speaking about the landmarks of Ukraine let’s remember the most popular landmarks of the world. You’re going to define which of the landmarks are located in which countries. So listen attentively and match the names to the countries. 
Quizmaster: Welcome back to the final of the Know-it-all competition. The scores are equal at 40 points each and we are about to enter the final round. Are you ready for your next question, Sandra?
Sandra: Yes, I think so.
Quizmatster: Right. Here we go. It is 553 metres high and it is made of concrete and steel. It was completed in 1976 and it is located in Toronto…
Sandra: Is it the CN Tower?
Quizmatster: Correct, Sandra.Well done! Now, Brian this will bring the scores level again…. It is 192 metres high and was designed by Eero Saarines…
Brian: Is it the Sears Tower?
Quizmatster:No, sorry. That’s incorrect.Now, Sandra, the question is open to you. It is located in St Louis, Missouri…
Sandra: Is it the Gateway Arch?
Quizmatster: Correct. That puts you in the lead, Sandra , and here’s your question. It is 196 metres high and it is made of concrete. It is located in Paraguay…
Sandra: Is it the Itaipu Dam?
Quizmatster: Correct. Your turn, Brian.It is 50 km long and runs from England to France…
Brian: Is it the Channel Tunnel?
Quizmatster: Correct. Now, Sandra, this is the final question. They are 451, 9 m high and located in Kuala Lumpur.
