Хід уроку

I. Lead in (3 min)

Teacher: Good morning, students!
Today we are going to talk about fashion and celebrities. I hope you agree with me that these three aspects are closely connected in everyday life as we tend to follow advertising and our role models as well.
	In my opinion, fashion can be connected almost with every part in our life. As it comes to the matter of the way we look it sometimes means the same of being accepted by society or just a specify group of people.
	We are not aware of wearing the same clothes as other people but more to gain other people love. When somebody looks at our clothes and admires them, we are getting more self-confident.

T.: I would like you to watch the video “100 years of fashion”. (After watching the video the teacher asks students a few questions):
1) Has anything in current fashion changed since 1915?
2) Do we care what we wear?

Pupils’ possible answers: 

1) P1 – People wanted to challenge the society.
P2 – Every generation has always wanted to find its own style.
2) Do we care what we wear?
P1 – You can be anyone you choose.
P2 – clothes make the follower look happy (etc.)
3) Are you interested in big brands?
P1 – You will always wear the latest fashion.
P2 – I think clothes may prevent you from developing your own sense of style.
4) Do you consider yourself to be a fashionable person?
P1 – Yes I think so. It makes me feel more self-confident; P2 – It gives me spring in my step.
5) Do we usually buy expensive clothes?
P1 – It’s up to a situation.
P2 – Big brands make a sense.
6) Are you fashion addicted?
P1 – It doesn’t matter for me.
P2 – I don’t care.
7) What makes us to be fashion addicted?
P1 – In my opinion fashion will not be popular.
P2 – You may become a slave to it.
8) Do we really need to be in trends
P1 – I think we don’t need to be in trend because we can lose our personal style.
P2 – To my mind fashion develops the complex of interiority.
9) What do you prefer casual style or classic one?
P1- I'd like to quote Giorgio Armani: "Jeans represents democracy in fashion"

III. Checking up the homework (10min)
Teacher: Dear students, your home task was to describe your admired famous person that could be considered as your positive role model . You should take into account both personality and his/her style.
(Children talk (present) their project about their celebrities role-models 
example. Jennifer Lopez, Jennifer Aniston, Emma Watson and others.

IV. Listening comprehension (7 min)
Teacher: now, children, I'd like you to open your students book on page 37, find exercise 2. You have to listen to the  description and find the people in the photos (a-f)
