Хід уроку
I. Організаційна частина.
· Greetings. 
· Warm up.
· Teacher: Look at the photos, use your mobile Internet and say what they have in common. (Justin Bieber, Yellowstone National park, St. David’s day,…)
         Answer: March 1
· Teacher: What do all these things have to do with our lesson? 
(today’ s date)
· Teacher: read the quotes and guess the word that is missing.
· Preservation of one’s own culture does not mean disrespect for other cultures.
· I like to see myself as a bridge builder, that is me building bridges between people and between cultures, trying to find common ground.
· If different cultures connect with each other, they are less likely to want to shoot each other.
· We can pave new roads towards peace simply by understanding other cultures.
· Meet people from other cultures so you understand that the world doesn’t swirl around you.
· Teacher: I like to see myself as a bridge builder, helping my students to broaden their horizons a little bit and learn a little more about other cultures. I hope it will give you the chance to understand different nationalities. Through this you’ll also learn to have a respect for other culrtures and a respect for one another.
· For you 1st of March is just an ordinary day. But for me it’s more than that. Do you know why?  (greeting in Moldavian) I come from Moldova. 
· And I was born in a small town that borders on Moldova. And I know that Moldovans are some of the most generous and welcoming people.
· Many countries have a nice cheerful tradition to say good bye to winter. But in Moldova people have a fascinating tradition to say hello to spring. Thus every year the Moldovan people welcome the first day of spring and celebrate the traditional holiday Martisor. (slide1 “Martisor”)

MARTISOR
In Moldova spring is the most expected season. Coming of the spring is accompanied by celebration called “Martisor”. This name in Romanian means something like “little” or “dear March”.  The celebration starts on the 1st of March                    . They give these martisors with the words “Live and blossom like apple-trees in the heart of the spring”. People wear these little tokens on their clothes for the whole month. On the 31st of March the martisors are taken from the clothes and tied to blossoming fruit trees. They say that if someone makes a wish and hangs Martisor on the tree,________.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                             In early April in a large part of Moldova’s villages, trees are decorated with Masrtisors,_________.
Nobody knows when people started to celebrate Martisor. Various archaeological excavations carried out in Romania proved that decorations like martishors were worn by people on their robes over 8000 years ago. It is believed that the holiday dates from Roman times,__________ . The month was called in honour of the god Mars. He was god not only of the war but also of agriculture. So, red and white colours of martisors may be explained as colours of war and peace. Spring symbols were made during winter and were worn starting with March 1st. Martisors were then white and red pebbles on a string__________. 
Moldova celebrates Martisor not just by wearing those little mascots but also by the international music festival “Martisor” __________. For the first time the festival was organized in 1967. The festival is very popular and attracts a lot of tourists. Many international musicians and singers come to the festival. This holiday is also celebrated in Romania and Bulgaria.

Now read the original story. 
LEGEND 1
The legend has it that a long, long, time ago, the Sun came down to a village, at the village dance, taking the shape of a lovely girl. A dragon watched her and captured the girl as he was dancing and locked her in his castle. The world was so sad. No one sang or danced, birds stopped singing, rivers stopped flowing and children stopped laughing. Nobody tried to fight the dragon. But one day, a brave man decided to save the sun. Everyone saw him off on his journey, wishing him well and praying for his safe return. The journey lasted three seasons: summer, autumn and winter. He found the dragon’s castle and they began fighting. They fought and fought, shedding blood on the white snow, until the brave man won. The sun was freed, returning to the sky. While the snow was melting, white flowers, the messengers of spring or Snowdrops, were blooming. But the brave man did not survive. He suffered for days and on the first of March, he shed his last drop of blood on the snow. Since then, young people knit two strings together: one white and one red. They offer them to the girls they love or to their loved ones. Red means love for all that is beautiful, reminding of the colour of the brave man’s blood. White symbolizes the health and the purity of the snowdrop, the first flower of spring.

· Whose story was closer to the original one? Whose story was absolutely different? (optional telling)
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·  Here is another legend. Some words in it are replaced by the definitions. Work on your own. Guess the words and write the answers below. Don’t unfold the hand-out. 
LEGEND 2
One of the most beautiful legends suggests that on the first day of March Beauty- 1(the season between winter and summer) came to the edge of the 2 (a large area of land that is covered by trees and other plants, growing close together), looked around and saw a 3 (a type of small white flower that appears in early spring) in the blackthorn. She decided to help the poor flower and started clearing the ground trying to rescue the delicate flower from the captivity of the sharp branches. When Winter saw it she got extremely angry. Waving her hands she called the cold Wind and 4 (small soft white pieces of ice that fall from the sky and cover the ground) and sent them to 5 (damage something severely so that it cannot exist any more) the snowdrop. The gentle flower faded under the pressure of icy wind and the life began to leave it. But Spring did not give up. She leaned over to the snowdrop and covered the flower with both hands from the wind. However, stretching out her hand through the thorns, Spring 6 (injured someone so that their skin is seriously  damaged) her finger and 7  (very high in temperature) red blood dropped onto the white flower. A moment later the flower became warm and revived. This is the story how Spring defeated Winter. This is one of those beautiful legends which tell us about how this 8 (a period of time when you do not work or study and do things for pleasure) appeared.

· As a kid I loved to wear a different Martisor on my clothes every day. I carefully looked for the perfect ones to give to my mother and my best friends. And couldn’t wait to see the ones from them. Traditions seem to disappear slowly but the importance of Martisor remains the same. It is a symbol of spring, of the returning to life. It brings optimism and faith. Let’s make small Martisors, wishing happiness and peace to Ukraine. (Workshop)
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· I hope to maintain this tradition sharing the Martisor with my friends and students. There is a nice poem recited in Moldova on the 1st of March.
