Procedure
I. Introduction (1 min)
· Good morning, students! I hope you are fine today? Welcome to our lesson. I hope you will be active.

II. Warm-up

· To make a project on the topic
· To answer the question: Does travel broaden the mind?
Motivation:  Is it important to study this theme on our English lessons? Why? What are your opinions?

People say that travel broadens the mind. Well, I disagree.
Here are a few points to think about before you set off on
your next adventure!

First of all, contrary to what many tourists say, they don't
often visit a new place with a completely open mind. In fact,
they do just the opposite as they usually arrive with a set of
expectations and ideas about the place which are very hard
to change. Many visitors simply collect evidence that
supports their ideas, and they aren’t open to experiences that
change these views.

Secondly, apart from a few exceptions, tourists don’t prepare
properly for a trip to another part of the world. They are not
likely to know the local language and, even worse, they don't
know the customs or values of the local people. As a result,
they can appear rather rude and disrespectful.

Thirdly, tourists very rarely experience what a place is really
like. It is very difficult, if not impossible, to understand
another culture - especially on a short trip. Tourists can
walk the streets of a place but they rarely get to its heart.
And then they go back home believing that they know the
country whereas, in fact, they've only touched the surface.
Finally, think about what many tourists want from a trip
abroad. Compared with explorers and adventurers, many
tourists don't really want to immerse themselves in the local
culture. They say they want to learn about the people but
instead of experiencing life alongside them, they prefer to
relax with family and friends in areas specially built for
tourists.

To sum up, I think I've presented a number of arguments that
suggest that travel doesn’t always broaden the mind. But
perhaps these days many tourists visit new places to relax
the mind rather than to challenge it!
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
