Interpersonal communication consists of
7% verbal (conveyed through words)

38% vocal (intonation, pitch, pauses, etc)

55% non verbal (body language)

You see people mostly communicate with body language, which is used consciously or as a reaction. So, the topic of our lesson is “Body Language”.

It is a form of non-verbal communication, which consists of body posture, gestures, facial expressions, and eye movements

3.  Listening 

Hand gestures are a great way of reinforcing what you’re saying, but be attentive…as they may mean different things in different cultures.

Thumbs up
This widely used sign of approval or agreement is actually used as an insult in Bangladesh.
Beckoning
This is used in many countries to ask a person to come here, but in Asia this gesture isn’t welcome. It should only be used to beckon dogs…if you do it in the Philippines you can be arrested. Performing this gesture in Japan can be seen as rude, and in Singapore, it is a sign of death.

The horn fingers
In USA “the horn fingers” is adopted by rockers and it is a sign of approval, rock on!
But in some countries, such as Argentina, Brazil, Colombia, Cuba, Spain, Italy and Portugal it means teasing.
The Ok
In most of the English-speaking world this hand gesture means that everything is fine, great, okay or perfect. In France and Latin America, it is considered a rude gesture. 
The “V” Sign
This sign has two formats: one with the palm faced outwards, and another with the palm inwards. In the US, both ways refer to “victory” and peace. It was used to show the symbol of victory during World War II. Hippies used it during the Vietnam War to express their anti-war feelings.

In the UK, Australia and South Africa the same gesture with the back of the hand facing the other person is considered to be extremely insulting.

Crossing Fingers

Crossing the first two fingers  marks good luck.Today it is used as a gesture of hope for good fortune. A hand with the index and middle fingers crossed is even the logo for the UK’s National Lottery. In Vietnam, however, this is an offensive gesture, especially when done addressing another person.

Shaking or nodding head 

It’s universally known that shaking head from side to side means “No,” while nodding the head up and down means “Yes.”  The same goes for China, Canada, Mexico and most parts of Western Europe, Africa and the Middle East. In Bulgaria and Albania a head shake means “Yes” while nodding means “No.”
