Хід уроку:


I. Lead in (3 min)

Teacher: Good afternoon, my dear friends. Today I’d like to begin our lesson with the quote by Lao Tzu: “Being deeply loved by someone gives you courage”. The best way to interpret thus quote is to look back into the history of a well – known holiday that has become so popular in Ukraine in the last few years. Can you guess, what holiday I am talking about? 

(Pupils’ possible answers)
Saint Valentine’s Day

Teacher: Yes, you’re absolutely right. Today we have an excellent opportunity to plunge into the atmosphere of love and friendship. St Valentine’s Day is a day to share loving feelings with friends and family. It is also known as a holiday honoring lovers. It is celebrated on the 14th of February.

To take part in party games, practice the usage of essential vocabulary on this special occasion.

II. Warming up (5 min)
Teacher: Today I would like to propose you to enjoy our trip to the past and celebrate this beautiful and romantic holiday. And now, I’d like to show you a short video about the origin of this nice and merry holiday. (video)
Teacher: I believe, you have enjoyed this video. So, I’d like to ask you a few questions. 
1. What way is St.Valentine’s Day celebrated?
Possible answers: (P1: I think, St,Valentine’s Day is celebrated as a festival of romance and affection)
2. Is it a public or religious holiday?
Possible answers: (P2: I think, it is a religious holiday)
3. What colour is considered to be a symbol of warmth and feelings?
Possible answers: (P3:Red!)
4. What is the symbol of Valentine’s Day?
Possible answers: (P4:It is  Cupid with avows and a bow)
5. What way do people organize this romantic fest?
Possible answers: (P5: People often celebrate this beautiful and romantic fest with candles, music, games and dances)
III. Checking up the homework (12 min)
Teacher: Now, let’s take back to the first century when the Roman Emperior Claudius II riled the country. (A person is sitting at the table and writing a text, Claudius II is wearing a crown, standing nearby)
Claudius: I am, Roman Emperior Claudius II have made the Law against marrying because marriage makes men want to stay at home instead of fighting in wars. And I strictly demand its compliance. Anyone who breaks this Law will be condemned to death! Have you put down each word?
P2: Yes, I have.
P3: (a presenter) To tell you the truth, there is no historical reason why St. Valentine’s Day showed be regarded. One of the legends says that this Christian martyr sent a note of friendship to his jailer’s blind daughter before the war put to death.
Teacher: You say “one of the legends”, but have legends about the origin of this wonderful holiday?
P4: Yes, I’ve found one. According to it, St. Valentine used to live in Rome and he was known as a Christian priest who would marry young couples against Claudis II’s order. And St. Valentine believed that inmarried young men were better soldiers. 
Teacher: Do you know any other legends?
P5: I know that St. Valentine is also believed to be saint patron of birds. The legend says they choose their mates and begin to build their nests exactly in 14th of February. 
Teacher: Great! And now lets turn back to our acting.
P3(presenter): After adopting this Law a young couple was badly disappointed. I wonder, how things developed?
A boy and a girl appear on the stage. 
Boy: we won’t be able to find the priest
Girl: But maybe, there’s one who can break this terrible law?
Boy: No one agrees to disobey the Emperior’s Order. No one will risk his life for the two unhappy lovers. 
Suddenly appears St Valentine
Valentine: But I will
Boy: my sweetheart, look! I can not believe it 
St Valentine: my children! I have come to remind you of kindness and love, friendship and patience in our wicked world. I’m a Christian priest in the Roman Empire. I marry soldiers secretly and everyone who deserves it. My daughter! My son! I declare you husband and wife. 
Girl: Do you understand how risky is it?
Boy: you’re likely to get prison!
Valentine: Don’t worry about me! It’s St Valentine’s Day today. And I can always help people not only when it’s St Valentine Day, but always all year through. You’re through about wit world of love and wished mush gladness, too!
Boy and girl: we are so grateful to you!
Teacher: now, let’s have some fun
