І Організаційна частина
1. Привітання.
2. Мовленнєва зарядка. Гра «Just like me!” 
T: All of you have dreams. Right? Think of your biggest dream and write it on the sheet of paper, starting your sentence with the word ‘I’.
T: Listen to the sentence of your classmate and if it is true about you too, say ‘Just like me!’ (Students take turns reading out the sentences and reacting) (Slide 2)
These are your personal dreams. What about the dreams of all the mankind? (expected answers: to live in peace, in happiness, to have communication and cooperation). 
(Slide 3) What can unite people? Answer 1: a common enemy. That’s not good. Answer 2: a common activity. And that’s great! What kind of activity can unite people? Of course, sport. How can sport unite nations? Of course, due to Olympic Games people easily get united.

T: As you remember, Ukraine first took part in the Olympics in 1994. Since then Ukraine has been an active participant of the Olympics, winning 96 Medals in Summer Olympics and 5 medals in Winter Olympics. For today you’ve prepared the information about Ukrainian athletes who have brought fame to our country. So, let’s start in the chronological order. 
(Slides 9-15): O.Baiul, V.Klytchko, O.Petrova, Y.Klochkova, Y.Bilonog, O.Grushyna and R.Goncharov, A.Bessonova)

2. Лексика

(Slide 16) It combines 2 words ‘parallel’ and ‘olympics’, meaning the Paralympic games are the exact copy of the Olympic games.

(Slide. Pupils write questions on the smartboard)

Answer your questions. At home find the answer to the other ones.
Extension: When was the term “Paralympics ”first used? (1988)
                    What sports are for people with different disabilities? (athletics, swimming)
                    What sports are only for people with specific disabilities? (judo)

1. ‘He’s got incredible talents’. (prosthesist)
2. ‘He is a normal guy’. (his coach)
3. ‘He works as an able body not disable’. (his trainer)
4. ‘He learned to protect himself from the young age’. (his brother)
5. ‘An average person in the street is not ready for a person with disability to beat other people who don’t have disability’. (prosthesist)
6. ‘His success is our success’. (his sister)
Extension: 
What’s his disability? (no legs)
Did he have self-confidence when he was 10? (no)
Does he have self-confidence now? (yes)
What helps him to run? (blades or cheetahs)

Appendix 1
History of the Paralympic Movement

           After World War II, a lot of servicemen and women returned home to the UK with disabilities caused by the war. Traditional methods of rehabilitation could not meet the medical and psychological needs of these people. Dr. Ludwig Guttmann was asked by the British government to establish the National Spinal Injuries Centre at the Stoke Mandeville Hospital in 1944. Here he introduced sport as a form of recreation. He believed sport was a method of therapy, and used it to help build physical strength and self-respect. 
The Stoke Mandeville Games were founded in 1948( the year of the London Olympics). Two British teams with 14 former servicemen and two former servicewomen competed in Archery on the hospital grounds in Stoke Mandeville. From then on, the Stoke Mandeville Games were held annually. Only British athletes participated in them.  In 1952, ex-servicemen from Holland joined the games. In 1956, Guttmann got an award for outstanding contribution to the Olympic ideal. 
           The first formal Summer Paralympic Games were held in 1960 in Italy. It was the first time the Paralympics were held in the same country as the Olympic Games. 400 athletes from 23 countries took part in them. Since 1960 the Summer Paralympic Games have been held every four years. In Beijing in 2008(the last Paralympics), over 4,200 athletes from 148 countries competed against each other.
          The Winter Paralympics began nineteen years after the first Summer Games in 1979. 
          The 1988 Seoul Paralympic Games was the turning point for the Paralympic movement. It was the first time the various disability sports’ organisations all worked together, the first time the name Paralympics was used, and the first time the games were held at the same venue as the Olympics, using the same facilities and run in the same way. In order to make competition fair, athletes are classified according to disability. The groups are: amputee, cerebral palsy, intellectual disability, spinal cord injury, visual impairment and Les Autres (the other functional disabilities). Not all disability categories can compete in all of the Paralympic sports. For example, judo is only for vision-impaired athletes, football is played only by cerebral palsy athletes, but sports like swimming and athletics are open to all six disability categories.
