Хід уроку
(PROCEDURE)
1. Lead in (2 minutes)
Good morning, dear students and highly respected guests!
The theme of our lesson is “Animal rights “. We live in the world that is full of the beauty of nature. Everybody agrees that animals are the part of that natural world. Some of us have pets and we adore them. Today we’ll learn that animals are more complex, they need our love and protection. We will discuss the pros and cons of being a vegan or vegetarian.
Well, students, the issue concerning the Animal Rights has been actual for years and unfortunately, this question is still open.
 
By the end of the lesson you’ll be able to get main ideas and details of necessary information.

2 Warming up (3 minutes)
Teacher: We strongly believe that animals are our best friends. They are always with us, all of them are different, unique and they have their rights. The RSPCA was set up in 1824 and is the oldest and largest animal welfare organization in the world. The RSPCA means the Royal Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals in the UK.
Now, I would like you to discuss in groups of two the following questions and then share your ideas with your other classmates.
Exercise 1, page 20 (Choices, Students’ book, Upper intermediate)
1. Do you think cruelty to animals is a problem in your country? Why? Why not?
2. How strict are the laws about animal cruelty in your country?
3. How strong are animal rights groups or animal welfare groups?
Possible pupils’ answers
P1: I think, cruelty to animals is a great problem in Ukraine although we have a few charity organizations or shelters for keeping homeless animals which are poorly financed. These charity establishments are not supported by the government.
P2: As far as I know the Draft of the Law that protects Animal rights has been taken into consideration and I strongly believe that people who are cruel to animals should be sentenced to prison and in some cases even to the death penalty.
P3: In my opinion the means of punishment ought to be taken over by the government.
P4: I absolutely agree with you and I would like to add that Ukrainian Law should make it illegal to cruelty beat, kick, ill-treat, over-drive, over-load, torture or terrify any animal.
P5: Testing on animals ought to be forbidden as well.


Teacher: Thank you for your brilliant answers and now let’s listen to the radio program.

 Teacher: Listen again, will you? Make notes as you listen to the radio program and be ready to answer my questions based on the text. Let’s start!

J: Welcome to Talking Point. Today we're out in Oxford Street in London, which is full of shoppers. We're going to ask people about animal rights, which have been in the news a lot recently. Excuse me, could you tell us your opinions about animal rights? W1: Well, I don't think animals should have the same rights as people that's silly. But I think we should stop all cruelty to animals. The people l dislike are those who kill animals for fun. The government stopped fox hunting in England in 2004 but I think all kinds of hunting should be banned.
J: Thank you very much. Excuse me. What do you think of animal rights? M1: Well, I don't like those extreme animal rights groups. An organization I admire is the RSPCA. They rescue and help over 80,000 animals a year and take people to court over cruelty. There were over a thousand cases of cruelty to dogs alone last year. I've got a dog myself and don't understand how people can just leave their pet dogs or be cruel to them. It's really horrible! J: Thanks. Excuse me. What are your opinions about animal rights? W2: Well, I'm a vegan I don't eat any meat or any animal products, like eggs or cheese I'm a vegan because I don't think we should use animals for our own benefit. Did you know that over 900 million farm animals are reared every year in the UK mainly for people to eat? Of course, we could easily avoid that if we all became vegans.
J: Thank you. Hello. What are your opinions about animal rights? M2: I think it's all a load of rubbish personally How can they have the same rights as people? The people I disagree with are the ones who organize all this anti-hunting stuff. People have always hunted it's part of our nature and it's good for the environment, because it controls the numbers of animals like foxes. And it creates jobs for people in country areas. But of course city people don't understand that. Thank you very much. Hi there. 
Can you tell us what you think of animal rights? W 3: We don't think that they've got rights like us, you know what I mean. But l am against all cruelty to animals. The thing l hate is the use of animals in circuses. The animals suffer a lot just so that people can enjoy themselves. I don't think that's right. Elephants are no longer kept in circuses in the UK but there are still a lot in Europe around 90 in German circuses.

A vegetarian diet reduces the chances of

developing kidney stones and gallstones.
Diets high in animal protein cause the body to
excrete calcium, oxalate, and uric acid—the main
components of kidney stones and gallstones. A diet
high in animal protein is responsible for the high
rates (15% of men and 7% of women) of kidney
stones in the United States, according to a peer-
reviewed Nov. 15, 1999 study. [e]

A vegetarian diet provides a more healthful

form of iron than a meat-based diet. Studies
have linked heme iron found in red meat with an
increased risk of colon and rectal cancer. [4]
Vegetarian sources of iron like leafy greens and
beans contain non-heme iron. [3]
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Pro 1

It is cruel and unethical to kill animals for

food when vegetarian options are available.
Animals are sentient beings that have emotions and
social connections. Scientific studies show that
cattle, pigs, chickens, and all warm-blooded animals
can experience stress, pain, and fear. [100] In the
United States about 35 million cows, 115 million pigs,
and 9 billion birds are killed for food each year. [06]
These animals should not have to die to satisfy an
unnecessary dietary preference.
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Pro 2

Human anatomy has evolved to support a

primarily vegetarian diet. Humans do not have
the large mouth or long, pointed teeth of carnivores.
Human teeth are short and flat for chewing fibrous
food. Carnivores have short intestines (3-6 times
body length) while human intestines are long (10-11
times body length) to allow slower digestion of plant
foods. The liver of a carnivore can detoxify the
excess vitamin A absorbed from a meat-based diet.
The human liver cannot detoxify excess vitamin A. [62]

A vegetarian diet delivers complete nutrition

and can provide health benefits. According to
the American Dietetic Association, a vegetarian diet
can meet protein requirements, provide all the
essential amino-acids (the building blocks of
protein), and improve health. It can also provide all
the necessary vitamins, fats, and minerals, and can
improve one’s health. 1] 2] According to the USDA and
the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United
Nations, meat is not an essential part of a healthy
diet. [68] [123]
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Pro 4

A vegetarian diet can help alleviate world

hunger. Over 10 pounds of plant protein are used to
produce one pound of beef protein. [24] If these grains
were fed to humans instead of animals, more food
would be available for the 925 million people in
chronic hunger worldwide. [105] Research from Cornell
University found that the grain used to feed US
livestock alone could feed 800 million people. [107]
