Цілі  уроку
Навчальні:
· Формувати та розвивати загальнонавчальні вміння учнів (робота в групах,  вміння працювати в різних режимах, вміння долати труднощі);
· Розвивати навички говоріння;
· Удосконалювати навички аудіювання;
· Розширювати потенційний словниковий запас учнів та їх загальний кругозір;

Розвивальні:
· Розвивати логічне мислення, уяву, пам’ять учнів, спостережливість;
· Розвивати фонетичний слух;
· Розвивати мовну здогадку.

Виховні:
·  Виховувати в учнів інтерес до культури і традицій народу, мову якого вивчаємо;
· Виховувати культуру поведінки при спілкуванні;
· Виховувати  доброзичливість, працелюбність, допитливість.

Міжпредметні зв’язки: країнознавство,  історія, географія.

Хід уроку
Slide 1
Teacher: Dear children and teachers, welcome to our Club of the Merry and Quickwitted.  
Today we`ll travel around Great Britain and discuss Christmas traditions. I promise our trip will be interesting and at the end of our travelling we can see who is the best in English.  
You must know the rules. They are very easy. You may play together with our participants. You must support them by clapping. 
And now let me introduce our teams.
Slide 2
Contest 1. Greetings. Teams call themselves, show emblems and greet each other.
Slide 3   The presentation of the first team.
Slide 4 The presentation of the second team.
Slide 5 The presentation of the third team.
Teacher: Oh, our teams are very good but.  
And now let me introduce our judges.
We ask you, judges, not to be too critical and forgive our participants the mistakes they may make.

Slide 6
Contest 2. What is this? 
Teacher: Listen to me attentively  and guess “What is this?”. If you know the answer raise the yellow Christmas tree and cry “bingo”.  If you give the right answer you’ll get 1 green Christmas tree.

1.”Snow” - the small, soft, white pieces of ice that sometimes fall from the sky when it is cold.  Slide 7

2. “Santa” - the imaginary old man with long, white hair and a beard and a redcoat who is believed by children to bring them presents at Christmas. Slide 8

3. "Christmas stocking" - a large sock that children leave out when they go to bed the night before Christmas so that it can be filled with presents Slide 9


4. “Snowman” - a model of a person made of snow, especially by children Slide 10
5. "Christmas tree" - a real or artificial fir tree that is decorated and kept in the home at Christmas  Slide 11
6. "Sleigh" - a type of sledge pulled by animals, especially horses or dogs Slide 12
7. “Carols” - a traditional or religious song that people sing at Christmas Slide 13
8. "Christmas pudding"  - a sweet, dark food containing dried fruit, eaten  at Christmas in England. Slide 14Конец формы
9. “Present” - something that you are given, without asking for it, on a special occasion, especially to show friendship, or to say thank you. Slide 15
