The Plan of the Lesson
Theme: “Dos and Don’ts”. Experience is the Best Teacher.

Objectives:
· To learn the words related to the topic;
· To read the detailed understanding of the text;
· To listen to specific information;
· To speak about keeping rules in different countries and everyday life, at school and on the beach;
· To review the Grammar – Modal Verbs, giving advice;
· To enlarge the knowledge of English;
· To practice oral speech;
· Making up dialogues;
· To know more about giving advice to people on what to do when they are in different situations.

1. Greetings.
2. Associations “Dos and Don’ts” 




3. Warming up – You see the pictures on the board, showing different problems of ecology. 


SPEAKING
4. Giving advice:
Teacher:  S1  S2  S3
Teacher: What do you see on the pictures?
Student 1. I see a fish, it is dead. Do not throw plastic bottles into the sea, because fish will die.
Student 2. I see a tree. It is half-burnt. Never light fires in forests because trees will burn.
Student 3. I see the polluted air. Cars, aerosols and factories pollute the water.
Student 4. I see the pollution of water. Plants and factories pollute the water.
Student 5. I see recycling bins. Put aluminum cans into recycling bins because factories can use them to make new things.
Student 6. I see a rubbish bin. Do not drop rubbish in the street. It looks and smells horrible. Use rubbish bins.

5. Teacher: Look at the leaflet. There are a lot of things we can do to protect the environment. Work in pairs (as in the example of ex.4 p. 98).
Teacher: on the screen you see the examples how to give advice.

GRAMMAR

Teacher: People have different problems. While giving the advice, what do we usually say?
Student 1. You should (use public transport) …
Student 2. You shouldn’t (use aerosols) …
Student 3. It’s a good idea to (use public transport) …
Student 4. I think it’s a good idea to …
Student 5. I don’t think it’s a good idea to …

Students make up short dialogues using the prompts (Helping the Environment).

READING

6. Teacher:	You’ve read the information about the rules of behavior in England, China and Japan. Listen to the text and explain it. Now you’ll get the statements which are cut your task is to make up statements and give advice to visitors of England, China and Japan. Start with: “When in England (China, Japan)” …

DIALOGUES

7. Teacher: So, look at the screen. Make up short dialogues using the prompts (Giving Advice Being Ill).
Exercises 9, 10 p.101. 

8. Let’s have a rest. Physical exercises.

LISTENING

9. Teacher:	Now be attentive. You’ll watch the animation and listen to the rules giving to us while on the road. Make up notes and arrange all the advice in your copy-books.
Draw the signs.
After listening the teacher checks the understanding of the material the students have heard.

10. Teacher:	Let’s check your home tasks. You’ve made PROJECTS giving advice:
· how to keep our environment clean;
· what should we do to be healthy;
· what must or mustn’t we do in the classroom;
· what should or shouldn’t you take when you are on the beach.

Students give their advice according to the task. Present their projects.
