ХІД УРОКУ

І. Підготовка для сприймання іншомовного мовлення:
1. Організаційний момент (Greeting)

One the students sits opposite to the blackboard and his classmates explains him meanings of some English phrases:

T. Well done! And what do you think about the topic of our lesson? (Pupils’ answers) Yes, you are right. It’s AMBITIONS.
