Хід уроку
1. Організаційний момент.
2. Station “Ancient Greece”.

T. Today we shall speak about theatre and we shall travel to different places. I hope that you like theatre art and we shall have fun together. We begin our travelling  from the country of heroic deeds, great gods.  Welcome to the ancient country to the times of Ancient Greece.
Do you know that the first theatre was built there? What is the capital of Greece? Who knows?

P. I think it is Athens.
T. Yes of course, it`s right. At first the theatres have appeared in Ancient Greece. The oldest theatre is the theatre of  Dionis in Athens. It was built like amphitheatre. This theatre was made from stones about 2300 years ago. A choir was standing on the round ground before the stage. 
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T. Look at this picture (1). You can see an ancient theatre where the first plays were performed. The famous script-writers were Aeschylean, Sophocles, Euripeiedes. But they have borrowed many things from myths. You know many myths from the lessons of Literature. Can you call them? 
P. I like the heroic deeds of Heracles.
P. As for me I prefer myths about the origin of gods.
T. It`s good, because your exercise is to perform one of the fragments of the myth. But you must know rules of the ancient theatre. Read them.

	The actors were only 3 men, which played women roles.
The ancient actor was in possession of the techniques of reading, the art of singing and dancing.
They used the masks. 
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T. Look at these ancient masks. You need your own masks. We shall divide into groups. You write the ancient Greek play and perform them. I can give you some examples of the fragments of the myths. It can be base for your performances.

A Plot

A Plot
