Objectives:  
· to practice using Key Words “Crime” in listening and speaking;
· to develop Listening skills (to understand the details in order to describe the character of a detective);
· to develop Speaking skills 1) to describe the qualities a detective needs in his work using Key Words;   
· to teach students to work in pairs, in groups, to develop understanding and logical thinking, to develop skills to prove their own opinion.
Resources: New Challenges 4 (Students Book and Workbook), CD, teaching cards, sets of Key Words, Power Point Presentation, Longman Dictionary of Contemporary English.
Procedure
I. Beginning of the lesson
II. Warming Up. 
Teacher: What is the title of the module we are dealing with?  -  Yes, you are right, it’s “Law and Order”.
Teacher: What do the words ‘Law and Order’ mean?  Let’s read the definition of the words given in the Longman Dictionary of Contemporary English.
The pupils read the definitions of the words on the screen.
1) law (n) – the system of rules that people must obey;
2) order (n) – a situation in which rules are obeyed and authority is respected;
Teacher: Have you ever read detective stories?
Have you ever seen detective films?
Have you ever watched TV programmes connected with law, order, crimes and detective scenes? (Students answer the questions)

Famous detectives 
Jessica Fletcher is the old lady we all want to turn into. In her young years she used to be a high school teacher. After she retired she began to write murder stories. She has plenty of money to travel around the country, fame due to her writing career, professional contacts in every police department around the world. She lives in a town in which all her annoying neighbours get murdered.
Fletcher is one of the most excellent and popular detectives. She doesn’t waste her time with meaningless cases because Jessica investigates very carefully. She is very observant and got an analytical mind. She doesn’t burden herself with eccentricities of dress or manner. She just gets her job seriously done.   ‘

 “Veronica Mars” is a youth detective drama telling about a girl-teenager who helps her father, a private detective, in his investigations after school. 
The main character, who is smart, tough and unnaturally proud, Veronica Mars is the teenager we all wanted to be. But she isn’t just the perfect teenager for the audience. Mars has unpredictable skills of maintaining flaws. She always goes for the wrong guy. As for her particular strengths, Veronica Mars is really delightful in her cleverness, and she can use it to set traps for the people she goes up against. The action takes place in an imaginative California town Neptun. I think this is an interesting and creative drama.

Raymond C. Schindler’s early life was neither thrilling nor indicative as a famous detective. He was born in the tiny northern New York town of Mexico, and used to go to high school before becoming an insurance agent, a typewriter salesman, and a gold miner in California. At the age of 25 he began working for the San Francisco Police Department. Soon Raymond Schindler became the head of the New York Schindler National Detective and was well-known all over the country as a brilliant private investigator.
Much of Schindler’s success was based on using the latest technologies, one of which included the dictograph. However, there was one case that Schindler could not solve. In 1943, Sir Harry Oakes, a wealthy man from Maine who had made his money in Canada as a gold prospector and mine operator, was murdered. Unfortunately, Oakes’s murder remains unsolved. 
Schindler’s inability to solve Sir Harry Oakes’s murder did not diminish his reputation, and in 1952, the Goodyear Playhouse produced the television movie Raymond Schindler, Case One, which starred a young Rod Steiger.

Hercule Poirot, a fictional Belgian detective featured in a series of novels by Agatha Christie.
Short, somewhat vain, with brilliantined hair and a waxed moustache, the ageing bachelor Poirot enjoys his creature comforts. He is good at investigations and tries to solve crimes being notably careful about his personal habits and his professional methods. He appears in Christie’s first novel, The Mysterious Affair at Styles (1920), and in dozens of other books, including some of Christie’s best-loved works, such as Murder on the Orient Express and Death on the Nile. Poirot’s final appearance and death occur in the novel Curtain in 1975. Agatha Christie based Poirot’s features of character on her observation of World War I Belgian refugees.
