Endangered Species

Every year the number of endangered species steadily grows. It would be good to define what the community of
endangered species is. It is a population of organisms which is at risk of becoming extinct. More than 40 percent of all
organisms are likely to become extinct soon, which is unbelievable. Some of them are simply few in numbers, some are
threatened by changing environment. In most cases animal extinction, as well as other natural calamities, is a result of
human actions. Many habitats are being destroyed around the world. It seems that endangered wildlife is everywhere
around us. To think only that these cute little polar bears at the zoo are gradually going to become extinct. Human activity
has strong influence on the process of animal extinction. People chop down numerous forests, leaving certain species
without shelter and their natural habitat.

If people continue treating our
environment in such way, we will soon be trapped in ecological disaster. There are many reasons for rare species’
conservation. Firstly, they have aesthetic value. Secondly, they are useful from medical point of view. And, finally, the
ecology of our planet literally depends on them.

Honarok 4
Air Pollution

Obviously air is essential for every life being on our planet - for people, animals and plants. Without
air no life on Earth could exist. But today we face one urgent problem - the industry keeps on




developing and it results in air pollution. There are so many factories around that exhaust wastes into
the air. If you live in city you have certainly noticed how hard it is to breath sometimes. This happens
because of huge amount of cars and their exhausts. In some countries there is even a law that allows
families to have only one car to reduce the amount of harmful substances that they throw into the air.

Water pollution occurs mostly, when people overload the water environment such as streams, lakes, underground water, bays or
seas with wastes or substances harmful to living beings.

Water is necessary for life. All organisms contain it, some drink it and some live in it. Plants and animals require water that is
moderately pure, and they cannot survive, if water contains toxic chemicals or harmful microorganisms. Water pollution kills
large quantity of fish, birds, and other animals, in some cases killing everything in an affected area.

Pollution makes streams, lakes, and coastal waters unpleasant to swim in or to have a rest. Fish and shellfish harvested from
polluted waters may be unsafe to eat. People who polluted water can become ill, if they drink polluted water for a long time, it
may develop cancer or hurt their future children.

The major water pollutants are chemical, biological, and physical materials that lessen the water quality. Pollutants can be
separated into several different classes:

The first class is petroleum products: oil, fuel, lubrication, plastics. The petroleum products get into water by accidental spills
from ships, tanker trucks and when there are leaks from underground storage tanks. Many petroleum products are poisonous for
animals. Spilled oil damages the feathers of birds and the fur of animals, often it causes death.

The second class is pesticides and herbicides. There are chemicals used to kill harmful animals and plants. If they penetrate into
streams, rivers, lakes, these chemicals can be very dangerous. The chemicals can remain dangerous for a long time. When an
animal eats a plant that's been treated with it, the poisons are absorbed into the tissues and organs of the animals.

Honarok 7
DEFORESTATION
Some people’s activities do a lot of harm to the forests. People cut down trees to build houses, roads, factories and plants.
Deforestation is a very serious environmental problem. The world’s great rainforests are all near the equator, in Africa, South
America and South-East Asia. These rainforests are homes to millions of kinds of exotic animals, birds, reptiles, insects, strange
plants and beautiful flowers. Three quarters of the world’s species live in the rainforests. If we destroy their habitat many of them




will not survive. Amazon rainforest is the biggest and most important in South America. Scientists believe that plants from the
forest could give us many important new medicines such as cures for cancer and AIDS. The rainforests also help to reduce
pollution levels in the atmosphere and affect the weather around the world. Without rainforests our planet might not survive.
People know it but continue to destroy rainforests every day. Logging companies cut down trees to sell the wood, farmers clear
the land to grow food crops, people build towns and roads where the forest used to be. Vast forests are cut and burn in fire. Their
disappearance upsets the oxygen balance. As a result, a number of rivers and lakes dry up, some rare species of animals, fish,
birds and plants disappear forever. People should take measures to reduce the amount of deforestation and protect the flora and
fauna of the rainforest. Our planet is our home and we need to protect it.

Welcome to Australia's Great Barrier Reef! The 2,000-kilometre long reef is the largest coral reef system in the world - it is so big
that it can be seen from space!

Like many other coral reefs in the world, the Great Barrier Reef is in danger. The numbers of fish and other creatures that live
here have fallen drastically in recent years because of pollution. We need your help to protect this unique ecosystem.

Help us protect the wate.

The sea around the reefs has been seriously harmed over the years, but you can help reverse this. Don't throw rubbish into the sea
as it may contain chemicals that will pollute the water. Rubbish might also float to the surface, which isn't pretty for anyone to
look at!

The reef is home to 1,500 species of tropical fish, over 200 types of bird and 20 species of reptile, including the endangered Green
Sea Turtle.

It is also a breeding ground for humpback whales from the Antarctic. Remember - all these creatures depend on the reef for their
survival. Please never fish for anything! Many species of fish are in danger of extinction and therefore protected by law. The same
goes for shellfish and other creatures. They may look beautiful, but remember the reef is their home. How would you feel if
someone picked you up and took you far away from your home?

Please help us to conserve Australia's natural treasure so that it can be enjoyed for generations to come!
