LESSON-CONFERENCE

Aims:
· To give pupils possibility to discuss the problem, to stimulate learner`s ideas;
· To develop listening skills by determent what is good and what is bad for our environment;
· To introduce new vocabulary, to teach pronunciation ;
· To give the opportunity to express learners ideas and share them with each  other;
· To develop listening skills;
· To revise the lexical material and use it in their speech;
· To teach to elicit specific information, to understand and comprehend oral information;
· To teach pupils love our environment.
Equipment: a tape – recorder, a cassette, pictures, programmers, cards with words.

(Teacher gives learners programmers and cards with the new words before the lesson.)

 Teacher: Good morning children, today we`ll have a lesson – conference. We`ll speak about our environment and health. The Earth is our home. There are many large and small rivers, green forests, mountains and lakes in Ukraine.  Environment means all the things around us: the land, water and air, animals and plants. Children, let`s discuss the questions of keeping the environment healthy. 
 Who wants to be the speaker of our conference? The pupils have chosen the speaker of the conference.
The speaker of the conference: Good morning, ladies and gentlemen! Our conference starts. Let me introduce myself. I`m a deputy chairman of the Ukrainian Green Peace Committee and a speaker of the conference. My name is Dmytro Ivanchuk. Today we`ll discuss the questions of water resources, pollution, the effects of the accident at Chernobyl nuclear power plant, and other problems concerning this matter. Now these  problems are the most important questions in the word.
 The first question: Water resources. The speaker is Mrs. Petrenko – the Chairman of World Health Organization. (Pupil 1).
 The second question: Pollution. The speaker is Mrs. Adamenko – the Chairman of the Ukrainian Ecology Committee. (Pupil 2).
 The third question: The accident at the Chornobyl nuclear power plant. The speaker is Miss Gurenko – the minister of Health and Medicine in Ukraine. (Pupil 3). 
 The fourth question: Environmental protection. The speaker is Mr. Nosenko – the Professor of Psychology. (Pupil 4).
 The fifth question: Keep our environment clean. The speaker is Miss Movehan – the Chairman of the Ukrainian Peace Committee. ( Pupil 5).
 Then we’ll listen to the specific information from the interview with Mrs. Alison Wright. (Tapescript).
 The journalists from the newspapers “The Facts”, “Kyiv post” and “The Day” will ask some question to the participants of the conference. 
 Mrs. Petrenko: I will drop your attention to the problem of water resources. The Earth is 4,600 million  years old. Modern man has changed our planet in many ways. Many of the things that we have done are good, but many, many more are not good for the Earth. Rivers are the principle  part of Ukraine’s water resources. Ukraine has got a wealth of rivers. On the whole they belong to the basins of the Black Sea and the Sea of Asov. In some of the southern regions there are almost no rivers. The southern coast of Ukraine is washed by the waters of the Black Sea and the Sea of Asov. Rivers and other water resources (reservoirs, lakes, ponds ) play an important role in water supply, and are used sources of energy. Navigable rivers are important for transport.
[bookmark: _GoBack] Ukraine has insufficient water supplies. The scarcest water resources are in the south-eastern part of Ukraine in the area where industry is centered. There are no local sources of water supply in such large cities as Kharkiv, Lviv. Thus canals have been dug from reservoirs on the Dnipro to provide water to the arid regions of the country.
 The journalist from “The Facts”: Is it true that factories have caused the pollution of the water in this region?
 A reporter: Factories have also caused the pollution of the land and water. As a result, many Rivers and lakes are now dead.
 Mrs. Adamenko: The  problem of pollution is one of the main problems facing Ukraine today. Pollution is the contamination of the environment protection , including air, water and land, with undesirable amounts of material or energy. Such contamination originates from human activities that produce waste products. An industrially and intensively farmed country. Ukraine contains some of the most polluted landscapes in pollution is especially severe in many of the heavy industrialized cities and towns. Over one-third of the emissions into atmosphere originate from automobile transport. Many people in cities have very serious  health problem now. Pollution also contributes to the greenhouse effect. So pollution makes a harmful effect on the environment of by-products of human activity, for example, noise, smoke, car emissions, chemical and radioactive influents in air, seas and rivers, pesticides, radiation and household waste.
 Correspondent from “Kyiv Post”: What is “the greenhouse effect”?
 A reporter: The percentage of Carbon dioxide in the air has increased a lot. It comes from burning oil, coal and wood. This had formed a “layer of gases” around the Earth. The heat from the sun cannot get back into space and so the temperature is rising (the “greenhouse effect”). This means that the level of the sea is rising and the climate is changing.
 Miss Gurenko: Speaking about of the use of nuclear power plants nowadays people, first of all, mention the great tragedy of Chornobyl. The World Health Organization scientists warm that skin, breast and lung cancer rates will rise in the future because of the amount of contamination caused by the explosion of the reactor. What Chornobyl showed most clearly  was that one country’s nuclear power station are everybody’s problem. 
 In the places where people drink poisoned water, eat bad food and breathe polluted air they suffer from serious diseases, die early and their children are born weak.
 The journalist from “The Day”: How many times did it take to seal the reactor?
 A reporter: It took nearby two weeks before the reactor was completely sealed.
 The Professor of Psychology: Nowadays people understand how important it is to solve the environmental problems that endanger people’s lives. Some people think that the costs of economic growth and development are already too high and the future is bleak. Unless we do something, the world will be impossible to live in. Environmental problems are the same for all mankind and are very important and urgent.
 The journalist from “The Facts”: What is ozone layer?
 A reporter: Ozone layer protects us from the dangerous rays of the sun. Many aerosol sprays and factories damage the ozone layer and they have made a very big hole in it. This means that too much ultraviolet radiation enters the Earth now. This is very dangerous because it can cause cancer.
 The journalist from “Kyiv Post”: Why are trees important?
 A reporter: All over the world, people have cut down millions and millions of trees.
 As a result, many types of animals and plants are now disappearing. Trees are also important because they help to produce oxygen and control the climate.
 The speaker of the conference: Now we’ll discuss the last question.
 The speaker of the conference: During the work of our conference all the participants have introduced  the most burning environmental problems. And now I would like to know your ideas on how these problems can be solved. What can be done to me the Earth a safer and a better place to live?
      Pupil 1: We should clean up the air.
      Pupil 2: We mustn’t pour waste into the seas and rivers!
      Pupil 3: We should protect animals and danger.
      Pupil 4: We must change people’s attitudes towards the environment.
      Pupil 5: We could use solar energy more.
      Pupil 6: The governments ought to make tough laws against litter.
      Pupil 7: We can save more energy and water.
      Pupil 8: We should ban cars which use leaded petrol.
      Pupil 9: We must find ways of preventing oil spills.
      Pupil 10: We shouldn’t use products which damage the ozone layer.
      Pupil 11: We ought to stop cigarette advertising.
      Pupil 12: We shouldn’t treat food with chemicals.
 The speaker of the conference: Now our conference is over. We love our Motherland. The Earth is our home, that’s why we must pay attention to the protection of our nature.
