Objectives:
· To develop speaking an listening skills in the process of working on the topic “Bonfire Night”;
· To introduce the traditions and customs of celebrating this holiday in Britain;
· The expand the pupils’ outlook;
· To develop reading skills on the topic “Bonfire Night”;
· To form a positive attitude to peculiarities of a foreign culture, to encourage pupils to realize the importance of their culture on the basis of a foreign one.
Tools: handouts, presentation, computer
Procedure
I. Greeting  
– Hello, everyone. Today we are going to know important and interesting facts about unusual and fiery historic event in the life of British people. And you can see the theme of our lesson on the screen. Let’s read it. Will you read? Who knows smth about its celebration?
II. Activating a new vocabulary
[bookmark: _GoBack]– Firstly, you’ll see the crossword in which the first letters of each word are given and there is the list of questions to the crossword. When you guess each word, you’ll be able to read the new one about our theme. On your desks you can find the sheets of papers with the same crossword. Let’s start working on this task!

V. Reading
– And it’s high time to follow the history of the Gunpowder plot.  Some students will help us to know more about it. Let’s read the text attentively and be ready to do a quiz afterwards. And who wants to read the phrase for author, for Robert Catesby and for the Guy Fawkes?
James the First became King of England in 1603. He was a Protestant and didn't like Catholics.
In 1604, Robert Catesby, an English nobleman, and a group of other Catholics decided to kill the King. Guy Fawkes was one of the plotters.
(Robert Catesby): Guy, let's blow up the Houses of Parliament!
(Guy Fawkes): Why?
(Robert Catesby): You are a Catholic, I'm a Catholic and our king hates Catholics. We'll blow up the Houses of Parliament and destroy the King and his family!
(Guy Fawkes): When and where?
(Robert Catesby): On the 5th of November, at the opening of the Parliament.
(Guy Fawkes): Excellent! What must I do?
(Robert Catesby): You'll help to bring the gunpowder to the cellar under the building, guard it, and: finally, blow it up! 
Guy Fawkes was a soldier and an expert.
He was given the job of keeping watch over the barrels and blowing up the gunpowder.
At last 36 barrels of gunpowder were secretly moved to the cellar and hidden.
But in autumn 1605 one of the plotters wrote an anonymous letter to his relative, a member of the Parliament, asking not to go there on the fifth of November. The king found out about the letter and ordered to search the cellars.
Guy Fawkes was found with the gunpowder.
He was arrested and taken to the Tower of London. So the king wasn't killed.
Since that time English people have been celebrating Guy Fawkes Night.

VI. Post reading activity


– Did you like the story? Answer some questions please!
1. Who became King of England in 1603? (James I) – Good, isn’t it. 
2. What did the plotters want to blow up? (The Houses of Parliament) – Wonderful. 
3. How many barrels of gunpowder did the plotters have? (36) – First-rate.  
4. What did the King do with the plotters? (get  them to prison). 
5. When do British people celebrate Guy Fawkes Night? (Оn the 5th of November) – That’s right
– Thanks a lot. I see you understood the story very well. You've done really well. Do you want to see how English children celebrate Guy Fawkes Day? OK.
