Lesson for the 6-th form
Theme: Ukraine is my homeland
Objectives: at the end of the lesson pupils 
· will learn a lot of facts about Ukrainian history and about its country today;
· will learn some words on the theme: adjectives and historical names;
· will be ready to discuss on the topics:
“Ukrainian cities”

· will use their critical thinking, collaboration, communication and creative skills.
Procedure 
I. Greetings. Kinesthetic activities.
T: Good morning our pupils. How are you? I suppose you are well and ready for the lesson.
First of all rub your hands. Put them on your forehead and repeat after me: “I can read, I can write, I can speak English, I can listen to my teacher, I can understand everything.”
Find two holes under your collarbones and massage them with your right hand.

· Guess what we are going to speak about.

II. A paper ball game.
T: Take the paper ball, throw it to each other asking the question “Why do you love Ukraine?” 
But on your chairs there are some pieces of paper with orders. You should do them and answer the question simultaneously.
· Jump
· Sing
· Dance
· Wave your hand
· Blink your eyes
· Clap your hands
· Stomp your feet
· Shake your head
· Smile
· Whistle

P: Because I live in this country,
I am Ukrainian,
There are beautiful places to visit,
It’s a unique country with its songs, legends, history and culture,
Nice people live there,
Its nature is wonderful,
You can visit magnificent churches and cathedrals,
Here are a lot of tasty dishes like borsch and varenyky,
The most beautiful women live in Ukraine,
The strongest and bravest men live here.

III. A game “At a café”
T: You are divided into 3 groups.
You should choose a writer in each one.
Every group has to read the theme and comment on it.
Every person should express his or her thoughts on the given theme.
You have 2 minutes.
Then people are moving to another writer.
The writers are sitting and they shouldn’t move anywhere.
The writer tells new people the topic to discuss and you also have 2 minutes to do it.
And within 2 minutes you should change your places again.
Now the writers are reading the expressions.
