Розробка уроку «Ти і твої друзі» з англійської мови у 5 класі 

Topic: “You and your friends”
 Objectives: 
- to activate lexical materials on the topic;
- to develop pupils’ language skills;
- to develop the skills of listening, reading and writing through the interactive methods;
- to form ability to make presentations;
- to control the ability of working in teams;
- to develop critical thinking and develop their imagination;
- to show pupils that we all need friendship. 
Equipment: a computer, a screen, cards, pupils’ presentations.
Procedure
1. Introduction
1. Greating 
T: Good morning pupils. I’m glad to see you. Everybody looks wonderful today. Let’s share our love and friendship with everyone.
Ps: (one after another): I love you N. and I send you my love and friendship.
There are four little words
Which can help you a lot.
When you hurt your friend 
On purpose or not.
So, say these words.
Don’t wait too long.
If you’ve hurt your friend,
Say: ”I’m sorry, I’m wrong”.
1. Warming-up
T: I see your happy, smiling faces and it makes me feel happy too.
Look at these proverbs and read them aloud:
A friend in need is a friend indeed.
A good friend is as the sun in winter.
A friend is easier lost than found.
A friend to everybody is a friend to nobody.
T: What is the common word in all the proverbs?
Ps: A friend.
T: So, the topic of our lesson is “You and your friends”.
	Friendship is really a very important feeling in the life of any person. Friends make our life useful and more interesting. I think everybody should have a friend in this world. But imagine the situation: your best friend has told you a lie and you soon discover it. What would you do? How would you behave in such a situation?
Possible answers:
P1: I would leave him / her forever.
P2: I would find out the reason.
P3: I would quarrel with him/ her.
P4: I would forgive him/her because I am not ideal myself.
T: Of course, people are different in character and behaviour. That is why your reaction would be different. But today we will try to find out the idea of true friendship and how to make loyal friends.
1. The main part of the lesson
1. Brainstorm (team work)
T: Make spidergrams “Qualities that characterize your friend as a good person”, “Qualities that you dislike in your friend”, “What things you can do with your friend”.
2. Presentation of the vocabulary
T: It seems to me you know our topical vocabulary quite well, so let’s come to practice. You know it’s easy to judge other people, but it’s rather difficult to judge yourself. So, today we’ll try to evaluate and see what kind of person you are. I give you a sheet of paper. You have to trace your left hand, write down your name and five traits of character you possess. Please, be honest.
And now using communicative expressions tell us about yourself.
Communicative expressions to use:
- I think…
- To my mind…
- In my opinion…
For example: I’m Ann. In my opinion I’m kind, honest, generous, reliable but I’m a bit lazy.
3. The survey (interactive technology “Merry-go-round”)
T: Make a survey among your classmates “Hobbies and interests”.
Sum up the results of your survey and write down into the table.
4. Role-play (team work)
T: Imagine that you were with your classmate in England, in London. Suddenly he/she  lost. You made up your mind to go to the local police station. The policeman asked you to describe your friend and to draw a photorobot.
	Your task is to choose someone from the opposite team ,to describe him/her and to draw a photorobot. The opposite team has to guess the person.
5. Physical activities

T: They say, tell me about your friend and I’ll tell you who you are. Now we are going to read the information about different children. Which one would you like for a friend? Which one wouldn’t you like for a friend? Who has the best hobby?
A reading card for the first team
Read the information about different children and decide which one you would like to have for a friend.
	Dan is clever and hard-working. He doesn’t like noisy games and doesn’t go in for sport. He is often nervous. He can be cruel to animals and rude to people. 
	Hellen is clever and full of ideas, always attentive to people, honest and ready to help. She likes jokes and plays different sport games.
	Jane is kind and modest. She studies very well, but she never boasts about it. Sometimes she is very lazy and doesn’t want to finish the work she has to do. 
	Peter is generous and always ready to help. He is witty and smart. He likes music and plays in a school band.
A reading card for the second team
Read the information about different children and decide which one you wouldn’t like to have for a friend.
	Mike is kind and generous. He likes to play different games and he is good at winter sports. He often boasts about his victories and is very proud of himself. 
	David is an excellent pupil. He has got a lot of books about science because he wants to be a scientist. But he is very selfish and never thinks  about other people. He is unreliable.
	Nick is curious and imaginative. He likes to study and his teachers think he is very talented. The boy plays the guitar and acts in a school theatre.
	Meg is witty and kind. She is very shy and doesn’t like noisy companies. She likes to play with her dog and she is fond of reading books.
A reading card for the third team
Read the information about different children and decide who has the most interesting hobby.
	Luka is very popular at school. But he is not a good pupil for him only music is cool. Luka is very musical. His hobby is music. He has got hundreds of CDs.
	Tommy is sporty. He is a basketball player and he is in school basketball team. He can also play tennis and football. He is not crazy about school but he is a good pupil. The boy is honest and reliable.
	 Ann  is a really nice girl. She is very polite and helpful. Everybody likes her. She is a bit shy. Meg has two very interesting hobbies – reading books and writing stories.
	Lolly is an unusual girl. It’s her nickname because she likes lollipops. She has got a lot of unusual pets. She is very curious and imaginative. But she is a bit lazy to study at school.
