І    Teacher’s  introduction:

  T:  But before we start to look   through your  presentations I offer you answer some questions.
       1. Do you have  an  interesting  traditions in your families?
   P1: Yes I do. We  all  together  like  to celebrate  our birthdays. We like to go to the wood or to the river,to grill meat, fish, play different  games  . We like to give presents to each others. We all have fun. And what is your family,s favourite tradition?
      P2: And our family has a tradition to gether together and celebrate Easter. It is the most lovely holiday in our family. My mummy and grandmother bake pasky and pies, cook   tasty dishes. It is very nice holiday. We go to the church and bless pasky and krashanky.
T:  Ok. It is very nice that each of you have family,s traditions. Now I want we,ll listen about Ukrainian traditions and espessialy I think it will be very interesting to know about features of tradition of Opishnya. 

ІІІ  Main part. Working with pupil’s presentations.
   P1: New Year 
We begin to celebrate New Year`s Day on (the) 31th of December. People decorate their New Year trees, lay fastive  tables and at (the)12th o`clock every people raises a glass of champane to see the New Year .
Baptising of Jesus Christ
Ukrainian Baptising of Jesus Christ , symbolic consecration of water on January (the)19th to commemorate the Baptising of Jesus Christ in the Jordan River . On this holiday many Ukrainians  bathe in the rivers, ponds and so on because they believe that on this day the water is healing there , and it will protect them from the cold or cure the diseases.
P2: The Easter (Paska)
Easter, is also called “Paska” or Christ’s Resurection. Easter begins with matings and high mass, during which the paskas, pysankas and krashankas are blessed in the church. Butter, lard, chese, roast suckling pigs, sausage, smoke meat, horseradish and other provisions are also blessed.   Next morning they will eat this food. It is called “Easter breakfast”.
 P1: Ivana Kupala
Kupala’s Night is celebrated in Ukraine from the night of (the) 6th to the morning of (the) 7th of July. On Kupala`s day, young people jump over the flames of bonfires in a ritual test of bravery and faith. Also in such way they show their love and devotion. Girls may float wreaths of flowers on the rivers, and would attempt the future their relationship. 
 P2:      As for Ukrainian traditional dishes. 
             Borsch  
[bookmark: _GoBack]Borsch is a sour soup popular in several Eastern European cuisines, including Ukrainian cuisines. The variety most commonly associated with the name of Ukrainians in England is origin and includes beetroots as one of the main ingredients, which gives the dish a distinctive red color. As many regions in Ukraine, as many various of  borsch. It can be with mushrooms, plums, fish, apples, sorrel and other ingredients. 
P1: Varenyky
Vareniky - are filled dumplings .This dish is popular in Ukraine and other Eastern European cuisines .  Typical fillings include potato, sauerkraut, ground meat, cheese and fruits. 
P2 : Nalysnyky (Pancake)
Eastern-Slavic cuisines have a long tradition of pancake cooking and include a large varietis of pancake types. Ukrainian pancakes are called “nalysnyky”. In Ukraine nalysnyky may be as breakfast food, appetizer, main course, or even dessert.
P1:  As for Ukrainian clothes 
        Ukrainian traditional clothes (Vyshyvanka)
Vyshyvanka is an embroidered shirt in Ukrainian national costume. Vyshyvanka is distinguished by local embroidery features specific to Ukrainian embroidery.         The clothes not only speaks  about Ukrainian origin but also of the particular region in which it was made. Vyshyvanka is used as a talisman to protect the person wearing it and to tell a story.
                                            
P3:The fair of Sorochyntsi.
There is old and very good tradition in Poltava. Region  has a fair in the village of  Velyky  Sorochintsi . The village is known in the world because due to fair and Mykola  Gogol an outstanding Ukrainian writer .The people from the nearest and distant villages and many guests from different countries come to Sorochintsi to take part in this fair .They can attend workshops ,buy handmade things ,listen to Ukrainian folk songs and performances  perfomed by modern singers and actors.

P4:  As for  Poltava region cuisine .The most popular dish is Poltavs`ky  galushky . Galushka`s  Festival is a traditional culinary festival that annually takes place in Poltava. Over  50 cooks take part in it trying to persuade festivals  quests were that their dish is the tastiest. Each year organizes prepare a rich concert programme with music bands and theatrical troops participation.
P5: Christmas in Poltava region is celebrated on January the 7th.The Christmas Eve is called in Ukraine «Sviaty Vechir »,sometimes also called «Sviata Vecheria». People usually cook some tasty foods for evening. There should be at least 12 different meatless dishes on the table. They should  especially include «Kutia»-the ritual dish which is prepared from cooked wheat are special syrups. To sing carrols on the Eve of the New Year is an old tradition. In Opishnya  young people like to sing carrols and collect donations  too.

P6: Opishnya is an ancient town, which is situated in Poltava region.Gorgeous scenery,generous people,surrounded by art and unique local flavor is interested for many people, so Opishnya is one of the tourist`s centers. Our village is famous in Ukraine and abroad for a pottery. So Opishnya can surely called the pottery capital of Ukraine. For many centeries in our town lived a lot of people,who could not imagine their life without pottery. The talent of the people and availability of material contributed to the development of pottery. In the late nineteenth – early twentieth century,the town had about 1000 potters, whose products are dispersed to the surrounding villages and far from Poltava.
P7: There are many famous potters. One of them is Zadoroznyi. He lived and worked with ceramics all his life. The most famous and well known potters are Kytrysh, Biluk ,Omelaunenko and others.
Each year in our town the Day of the Pottery.is celebrated on last week of , we can see so here many people as from the most distant cities of Ukraine and from abroad. On this day we also have a Body Painting festival.
P8:    Opishnya, as many different towns, has her own flavor ,and traditional dishes are a part of it. There are many unique dishes. For exampl , there is such a porridge that known here as cob cereal( kachana kasha ) .It`s a traditional dish, which is made of wheat ,eggs and flour .Usually cob cereal is cooked for family events . Also, Opishnya`s housewives prepare delicious and lush pies with different fillings: with meat, cabbage, potatoes or berries. Opishnya is situated in very fecund region of Ukraine. Our town is well-known for tasty apples and plums. Some of very popular writers as Kotlyarevskyi and Gogol remind Opishnya with its fruits in their poems. Among the National Museums of the Pottery and other famous places in Opishnya  features  is  "Lyalina svitlytsa". The director of this wonderful place is Olena Scherban.
