1. There are more statues dedicated to Robert Burns than any other non-religious figure after Queen Victoria and Christopher Columbus. The monuments are in Scotland, the USA, Canada, New Zealand, Australia and France.
2. One of the most famous US Presidents Abraham Lincoln could recite Burn’s works by heart.
3. He was a father of, at least, 13 children from 4 different women. His wife gave births to 9 of his children, but only 3 survived infancy. His oldest child Elizabeth was born after Burns had affairs with his mother’s servant. His youngest son Maxwell was born on the day of his funeral. 
4. One of his famous works “Auld Land Syne” appeared in over (than) 170 Hollywood films.
5. There is an app from the Scottish Government, that contains over 500 poems and love songs by Burns.
