THE TOWN OF GLUKHIV

      Glukhiv is called a town of ten centuries. It was founded on the hills by our ancestors many centuries ago as a fortress for the defence against any enemies. The history of Glukhiv is unusual, having many riddles and mysteries. The history and legends flowed here together. They were created by well known and unknown chroniclers, architects, and poets.  As a result of the national liberation struggle of the Ukrainian people, which lasted from 1648 to 1657, Glukhiv received the status of a squadron's town and fell under the staff of the Nizhihsky regiment. The inhabitants of the town took an active part in the national struggle for the revival of the Ukrainian statehood. From the end of January through February of 1664 Glukhiv withstood a five-week siege of Polish troops headed by the King Yan Kazymyr. This was of main significance in stopping the advancing of Polish troops towards Moscow and their defeat near Novhorod-Siversky.   In March of 1669, the Glukhivan Council with the Cossack's and pity bourgeois elected officials chose the Hetman of the Left-Bank Ukraine Demyan Mnogogrishny (1669-1672).In the XVIII century, Glukhiv was in the center of the most important historical events connected with the Northern war (1700-І721). When the Russian Tsar Peter1 had learned about Hetman Mazepa's transition to the side of the Swiss King Karl XII, he ordered to ruin the Hetman's residence, the town of Baturin, and the getting together of the sergeant-majors for the election of the new Hetman. Since November of 1708 Glukhiv became the capital of Hetman and Left-Bank Ukraine, the residence of the new Hetmans: I. Skoropadsky (1708-1722), D. Apostol (1727-1734), K. Rozumovsky (1750-1758), the seat of the first Smallrassia's Collegium (1708-1722), the governing of "Hetman's Council" (1734-1750) and the second Smallrussia's Collegium (1764-1782). The "Glukhivan Period" in the history of Ukraine began in the town, which involved almost the whole XVIII century (1708-1782). As a testament to the Ukrainian democratic spirit, even though Russia continued to oppress and restrict, Ukraine's system of government continued to be the most democratic in the world. The "Glukhivan Period" had the most developed system of state governing bodies in Ukraine. In 1782 the Russian administrative-territorial system spread throughout the Left-Bank Ukraine, because of Senate's Decree on September 16, 1781.  Glukhiv stopped being a capital of the Left-Bank Ukraine and it became a provincial town within the Novgorod-Siversky province.
