Theme: Comparing Present Continuous and Past Continuous 

Suggested levels:  B-1

Form: 11
Aims: 

· to practice using Key words (heartwarming, graceful, shadow, masterpiece, work of art…);

· to practice Present Continuous affirmative, negative and interrogative sentences;

· to revise the word- hints of  Present Continuous;
· to practice Past Continuous affirmative, negative and interrogative sentences;

· to revise the hints of  Past Continuous;

· to develop speaking and reading skills;

· to develop the skills of working in groups;

· to educate a culture of communication about Art.

Materials: pictures, a text-book,  Presentation https://view.genial.ly/5f971c9b8c7f9b0d14e868f8/interactive-content-untitled-genially  , cards with Key words and definitions, handouts.

                                            Lesson procedure:
I. INTRODUCTION: 

1. Greeting (slide 2);

2. Warming up: Tongue twister (slide 3).
II. MAIN PART:
1. The topic of our lesson today is SPEAKING ABOUT ART (slide 4) and we are going to speak about it using the rules Present Continuous and Past Continuous. Tell me please, who are your favourite painters?
2. Vocabulary

You were given the home task to learn the Key words. So, let’s check them. You will get the cards and you have to match them with their definitions. 
3.Ex: 3 p:172 Ask and answer the following questions in pairs:
 a) Are you interested in art?

b) What world-famous artists do you know?

c)Which of the two genres – portrait or landscape painting – attracts you more?

4. Grammar: Present Continuous. 

- Let’s revise the rule Present Continuous and the word-hints (slide 5). It’s time to practice using the rule. You can see a picture (slide 6). Your task is to describe the work of art using Present Continuous. You can make both affirmative and negative sentences. (This task is for all pupils. The teacher asks the questions if the pupils forgot to mention something). 
Next task is to divide the schoolchildren into 2 groups and give them the separate task to describe another masterpiece (slide 7 contains 2 pictures for both groups).
5. Ex: 4 p: 172 (to read the text) and Ex: 5 p: 175 (to find the words in the text which mean the following in the exercise).

6. Grammar: Past Continuous

- Let’s revise the rule Past Continuous and the hints (slide 8). It’s time to practice using the rule. You can see a black and white picture (slide 9). Your task is to describe the work of art using Past Continuous. You can make both affirmative and negative sentences. (This task is for all pupils. The teacher asks the questions if the pupils forgot to mention something). 

7. Writing: (slide 10). There mixed Present Continuous and Past Continuous sentences. The pupils have to open the brackets using the word-hints which they can find in the sentences.
