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Topic: Food 
Objectives:
· To summarize and systematize students’ knowledge on the topic;
· To develop listening , reading, writing, speaking skills:
· To practise food vocabulary:
· To develop speech competence:
· To bring up students as hard-working people.

Equipment: a board, pictures on the topic, a laptop, projects, handouts.

PROCEDURE
Teacher: Good morning, children. I’m glad to see you today.
How are you?
What is the weather like today? 
(the students’  answers)
You’re fine, the weather is fine, I hope our lesson will be fine too?!
Warm up
Teacher: Before we start our lesson, I have one task for you! I brought a bag of smth.You have to put your hand into, touch and guess what it is.
Use such phrases as: I think, I suppose, In my opinion….
St.: I think It’s a banana.
Teacher: Do you know what is the topic of our lesson today?
St.: Yes, we’ll speak about ‘Food’
Teacher: On this lesson we’ll revise food vocabulary, practise using countable and uncountable nouns, practise using quantifiers and talk about nutrients.
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We have to revise the food words we`ve learnt. We’ll do it in the form of the alphabet. Take one letter and write as many food words as possible starting with this letter. 
(the students’ answers)A: apricot, apple, aubergine….

Teacher: I can see that you know lots of words. So It’s important to distinguish between countable and uncountable nouns. Let’s recite some rules. Which nouns are countable? And uncountable?
The students’ answers: Countable nouns are the things we can count using numbers, and uncountable are the things we cannot count using numbers.
Teacher: Thanks a lot! Let’s practise. Stand up, please. If you hear countable noun –stand up! If –uncountable noun, stand still, if you make a mistake – take your sit.

Teacher: Good job!!! 
Let’ s come to quantifiers. What quantifiers do you know?
St.: Much, many, a lot of.
Teacher: Look at the board!!!! Have  you ever seen this picture before?

Make questions to this picture. Choose a partner and ask him a question about it. You have 20 seconds for thinking.    
Ex.Is there any fruit on the picture?   How many vegetables are there? 
And now let’s practise again. You’ll write unusual dictation  which is called “Picture dictation”.
I’ll dictate you’ll draw. Listen to me attentively and draw.
	Picture dictation
This is a table. There are a lot of vegetables here. There are a lot of eggplants but not many tomatoes. On this table there is a lot of fruit too: three bananas, two apples, six cherries but there aren’t any pears. In the middle of the room there is a cat. It is eating meatballs.
And now who can go to the board and describe your picture?
What is meatball? Why did I mention it? Yes we’ll have a minute of relaxation. Let’s sing a song.
