About Zaporizhzhia
       Zaporizhzhia is a historic region of Ukraine. The centre of Ukrainian Cossacks, Zaporizhian  Sich was situated  there in 16th-18th centures. Zaporizhzhia is a regional city and a river port on the Dnipro. The population of the city is over 700 000. 
Ukrainians constitute 63.8% of the population, and Russians -31.1%. It is an industrial city.
     Zaporizhzhia came into being in 1770 when a fortress was build here during the Russian-Turkish war of 1768-1774. The fortress was named Oleksandrivska after the commander of the First Russian army Oleksandr Golitsyn (1718-1783).
      Zaporizhzhia is a cultural and educational centre. The city boasts of its University and higher educational establishments, numerous scientific establishments, three theatres, the Philharmonic Society, two museums, and the Historical and Cultural Khortytsia Reserve.
     The monuments of architecture include the remains of fortifications on the Khortytsia island, the Dnipro Hydroelectric Power Station (1927-1932), the Drama Theatre (1944-1953).

     Zaporizhzhia is located on banks of the Dnieper river, with the Khortytsia island splitting it into two streams. The city's area is 331 square kilometers, and it is the fifth largest city in Ukraine. Water  resources occupy 13% of the territory, industrial and warehouse facilities take in 24%, 18% is used for agriculture, the rest of the territory is occupied by residential construction.
    The city comprises about 1300 avenues, streets, lanes, and squares. A visiting card of Zaporizhzhia is the main street of the city, Sobornyi Avenue, which stretches for 10.8 km through four districts of the city.
Climate
     Zaporizhzhia lies in the zone of continental climate in the southern climatic region, which is characterized by aridity and abundance of sunny days. The city has warm and long summer − it can last from the beginning of May until the end of September. Winter is moderately soft and dry.
The average annual temperature is + 9.0  , the average July temperature is  + 22.8 , in January it is  −4.9 . The record high is + 40.2 , the record low is −29.3 .
    Every year, on average, the city is covered in fog for 45 days a year. The greatest number of fogs is 60 per year.
