
Lesson plan
Grade 7
Topic: The Present Perfect Tense 
Aims: SWBAT(Student Will Be Able To…) respond to commands using the Present Perfect;
          SWBAT use the Past Simple and the Present Perfect appropriately in simple      conversation;
           SWBAT form questions using “Have you ever…?”
Preparation:
Materials needed:
-vocabulary cards with the following words: open, shut, write, bring, wash and do
-” Have you ever…?” worksheet (appendix )
Warm-up:
Happy Birthday Line-up
Tell students that they must line up in order according to their birthday. However, they may not speak or mouth the words. They may use gestures, fingers, etc. After they are lined up, have each student say his/her birthday. (Time 5 min,Skills:Creative Thinking/Cooperative Learning, Who:Class)
Procedure:
Commands and present perfect responses
Hold up one of the vocabulary cards and say a command. A student should respond to it. You may want to write the following example on the board:
T:  Open the window.
S1: I have already opened it.
T: When did you open it?
S1: I opened it yesterday/ 5 minutes ago (write time expressions on board)
The second question is important because it shows how the tenses are used together.
In addition it reviews the simple past. Different commands: open the window/door/your book; shut (close) the window; do your lesson/homework; translate the text/the story; wash the dishes the clothes; write a letter/a story/your name; bring a piece of chalk/a pencil/ your book to class…

After you have done several commands, students should face their partner and give/respond to commands. Tape the vocabulary cards to the board for inspiration.
(Time 15 min,Skills:Speaking/Grammar, Who:Class/Pairs)

Find Someone Who…
This is a popular game in the United States. It is often used as an “ice-breaker” at conferences, seminars, camps, parties, etc. It is also used in the language classroom since it is an excellent review of the present perfect. (You can also change the tense and vocabulary of the game easily for other topics and grammar points.)
Copy Appendix (see next page) on the board and have students copy it into their books, or photocopy the form and distribute one to each student. Read through the rules.(see next page) 
One of the challenges of this activity is changing the statement into question. I have found that it works best to think of the correct question for the first few sentences as a whole class. Have students write down the questions on their forms/in their copybooks. Explain that everyone will be moving and talking at the same time.
(Time:25 mins. Skills:Speaking/Grammar, Who: Class/Pairs)
Homework:
· Write five questions you would like to know about your classmates/teacher(s) using “Have you ever…?”
· Review for the test.



Appendix
Rules: 
-walk around the classroom and talk to as many people as possible.
-ask 1 person at a time a question. Do not ask the same person more than 3 questions.

       Ask “Have you ever…?”
       Example: …………………..has eaten an apple.
                     You ask     “Have you ever eaten an apple?”

-If the person says “Yes, I have” have him/her write their name on the line.
-If the person says “No, I haven’t” you may ask another question (up to three) OR ask someone else.
-Try to get as many names as possible.
-A person may write their name only twice.

…………....has been to Kyiv.
…………….has seen a movie in a movie theatre (cinema).
…………….has ridden an elephant.
…………….has done his/her homework.
…………….has run 4 km.
…………….has climbed a mountain.
…………….has slept in a tent.

…………….has seen an American movie.
…………….has read a book this month.
…………….has played computer games.
…………….has been to Lviv.
…………….has taken dance classes.
…………….has won a football (soccer) game.
