GESTURE
2. T: Example of Non Verbal language is: Body Language : The Language Everybody Speaks.

*What does BODY LANGUAGE mean?
Ss: Body language is a term for communication using body movements or gestures instead of, or in addition to, sounds, verbal language or other communication. 
A gesture is a form of non-verbal communication made with a part of the body, used instead of or in combination with verbal communication. The language of gesture is rich in ways for individuals to express a variety of feelings and thoughts.

Many people send and receive non-verbal signals all the time. These signals may indicate what they are truly feeling. 
Most people use gestures and body language in addition to words when they speak; some ethnic groups and languages use them more than others do. 
3. T: * What different types of gestures do you know?
Ss: Hand gestures, i.e., gestures performed by one or two hands, is the most numerous category of gestures.

Different types of gestures are distinguished. The most famous type of gestures are the so-called emblems. These are culture specific gestures that can be used as replacement for words. 
•     One of the most basic and powerful body-language signals is when a person crosses his or her arms across the chest. This can indicate that a person is putting up an unconscious barrier between themselves and others. It can also indicate that the person's arms are cold.  It can mean that a person is thinking deeply about what is being discussed. But in a serious or confrontational situation, it can mean that a person is expressing opposition. This is especially so if the person is leaning away from the speaker. 

•     Constant eye contact can indicate that a person is thinking positively of what the speaker is saying. It can also mean that the other person doesn't trust the speaker enough to "take his eyes off” the speaker. Eye contact can indicate negativity. Eye contact is often a secondary gesture because we are taught from an early age to make eye contact when speaking. If a person is looking at you but is making the arms-across-chest signal, the eye contact could be indicative that something is bothering the person, and that he wants to talk about it. 

•     Boredom is indicated by the head tilting to one side, or by the eyes looking straight at the speaker but becoming slightly unfocused. 
People from different cultures can interpret body language in different ways.
4. T: *Where can people use body language?
Ss: Body language is now widely used in the field of selling to read the body language of their potential customers. Many companies such as direct-selling companies, international car-showrooms now engage body language experts.

Off the streets

It's a typical Saturday afternoon on Cathedral Square in Peterborough, in the east of England. Two noisy gangs of young people are sitting in the centre of the square. One group are wearing tracksuits and baseball caps and brand-new white trainers. A lot of them are wearing jewellery-like gold chains and earrings. They're the 'Chavs'. Chav is Southern English informal, dismissive a young working-class person who dresses in casual sports clothes. Opposite them are the 'Goths'. They're wearing black Doctor Marten boots, long black coats and black T-shirts with the names of their favourite bands on them. Some of them are wearing lipstick and eyeliner and a few of them have piercings. Nervous shoppers hurry past them, trying not to make eye contact. It seems to be quiet but you feel that at any moment a fight could start. The police say these young people are probably harmless - perhaps they just hang around the square because there's nothing better to do. But older people say they are tired of putting up with the noise and litter. These kinds of problems certainly aren't unique to Peterborough. But after trying several different methods, Peterborough City Council has a radical plan to change things.

The council's controversial plan to bring peace to the city starts on a Tuesday morning during the half-term holiday. A group of fourteen Chavs and Goths of both sexes are travelling by bus to a secret location in the countryside, ten miles out of town. There are more Chavs than Goths - maybe it's hard for some Goths to get up in the mornings! When they finally arrive, supervisors ask them to put on camouflage clothing. And then the two gangs spend the rest of the morning pretending to shoot at each other.

Don't worry - the guns are not real (they fire plastic balls filled with paint) and it's all for fun. But isn't it dangerous to fight aggression with aggression? Is a game of paintball really the best way to bring young people together? Steve Mayes, the organiser of the event, feels that it is. He thinks these controversial games give the two groups something to do and can start them talking. 'It gets rid of a lot of energy too - it's much better than playing games on Playstations and Xboxes,' he says. Meanwhile, the Chavs and Goths are fooling around: there's a lot of shouting and laughter and everyone appears to be having fun.

At the end of the day Steve Mayes believes the event was a success - the two groups are already talking to each other. 'It's like football,' says Denise, another organiser. 'You choose which team you belong to. But at the end of the day, Chavs and Goths are the same sort of people.'

Dan: 'I almost didn't come this morning but my friends persuaded me. There was a lot of aggression to begin with but everyone calmed down in the end. I bumped into an old friend from primary school who I hadn't spoken to for years but he seems just the same as ever - in fact I got on with him really well. The atmosphere in town is probably a lot better now.'

Presenter: Hippies, punks, skaters ... and now Chavs - there's no end to the number of teenage cults and fashions. But just what is it that makes young people choose to join a subculture? With me in the studio to discuss this is Dr Mark Mondale, Professor of Sociology at Goodman Browne University in West Virginia, Dr Jane Webb, Professor of Psychology at Uxbridge University, and Matt Hodges, head of the Students Union at Waterloo College in Liverpool. 

Mondale: [American accent] Hallo! 

Webb: Hello! 

Matt: [Liverpool accent] Hi!

Presenter: Let's start with you, Dr Webb. What does make a young person decide to become a Goth or a skater?

Webb: Well, Nigel, there are all sorts of different reasons, but it seems to me that it's all part of becoming an adult. The thing is, when young people are in their teens, they start to question the values and lifestyles of the adult world they see around them. So parents, other adults or older brothers and sisters often stop being role models for teenagers for a time. Instead, young people look for new role models from their peers - people of the same age. And of course they're also looking for friendship or acceptance.
Presenter: Uh-huh, so you're saying that it's a reaction against the adult world?

Webb: That's right, although in reality it's much more complicated than ...

Mondale: Well, I have to say I...

Presenter: Yes? Dr Mondale?

Mondale: I have to say I cannot agree with that at all. As far as I'm concerned, becoming a Goth or a skater has absolutely nothing to do with looking for role models. Look at young people sixty years ago, they looked and behaved like younger versions of then-parents. Frankly, it's all about money. If you think about it, every new youth fashion makes millions of dollars for the fashion and music industries. 

Webb: So how do you explain groups who are completely anti-commercial like Goths, people who buy second-hand clothes and ...
Mondale: Well frankly that explains my theory exactly. By choosing not to buy ...

Presenter: I'm sorry to interrupt but perhaps at this point we should ask Matt Hodges for his views. Matt? 

Matt: Personally, I believe it's all about music. I'm into nu-metal, my favourite band is BioToxine. It's only natural that you want to spend your time with other people who enjoy and understand this music. And then these people become your friends - you have fun with them, they help you if you have problems and ... 

Webb: Which is exactly my theory about looking for answers from people the same age ... 

Mondale: Well actually, it shows that the music industry has the most say in what... 

Webb: You sociologists are all the same. You think people can't make up their own minds and ...

Mondale: Well the day that a psychologist gives me a good explanation of how people behave is the day that I personally...

Webb: Well I've got three teenage sons and I do know what I'm talking about here!

Mondale: Well, don't forget... I was a teenager too!

T:*Can people use long hair as a part of body language?

LONG HAIR

Ss: Long Hair is Back in Fashion!!!
Thanks to Brad Pitt, Johnny Depp, Tom Cruise, Antonio Banderas and Viggo Mortensen, long hair is back in fashion! Across North America and beyond, men are starting to grow their hair long again, something which hasn't; happened in abundance since the 60's and 70's.
These days its more than just an act of rebellion to grow your hair longer, its also very fashionable. During the 1990s army-cuts and the "Ricky Martin-look" was popular, but its pathetic today that people still wear their hair that way. It lacks imagination.
The thing about long hair is that its more sexual. It looks unique on every person. The way they are meant to look.
Short hair, whatever variation of short hair a person goes with, the end result is sexual repression. That doesn't mean that all men with short hair are sexually repressed, it simply means they are BEING repressed (or repressing themselves).
In the military, they give people an army-cut in order to take away their identity. You are no longer that guy with the Elvis hair or the guy with the incredibly sexy curls... you are just like everybody else in your unit. 
People with Ricky Martin hair or MacGyver mullets are trying to aspire to something they aren't: Singers and movie stars. Movie stars get their hair cut almost daily and are constantly changing their look in order to look different and exciting. Normal people cannot compete with the constant changes they do with their hair, so don't bother.
Not everyone looks good with long hair however. Bruce Willis for example looks much better bald/mostly bald. But he's a rare exception of a bald man who actually looks good that way. Some people look okay with short or medium length hair... But almost all people (provided they aren't naturally bald on the top) look fabulously sexy with long hair. 

When the movie stars grow their hair long (sometimes its a wig) for a role, the attractiveness level goes up. Brad Pitt's most popular roles has been when he had long hair: As Achilles in "Troy" and also in "Legends of the Fall".
The same can be said for Johnny Depp ("Chocolat" and "Don Juan Demarco", Tom Cruise ("The Last Samurai"), Viggo Mortensen (Aragorn in "Lord of the Rings") and a variety of other actors who over the years have inspired people to go towards "the natural/sexy look".
Hey, it worked for Jesus Christ!
Christ on the cross has been a hidden sex symbol for centuries, with his long sexy hair, rugged good looks, clad only a loin cloth and the well-toned muscles of a carpenter. He was naturally charismatic and the long hair must have helped to increase his popularity.
The modern idea of males with short hair is actually an idea that dates back to the Roman military. Short hair and the military have ever since gone hand in hand. During times of war, the government would sometimes impose a draft and a whole army of men would come back from the war with short hair (and often keep it that way).
LONG HAIR IS SEXY! Don't Ever Forget It!

10. T: *What types of man’s long hairstyles do you know?

Ss: Types of  Men's Long Hairstyles
Long hair can be attractive and stylish on men as well as women, though the definition is somewhat different. What may qualify as long hair (below the ear or collar) for a man is usually a medium length for a woman, though many men opt for long styles that stretch below their shoulders as well. While there are not as many long men's styles are there are women's, there are still a number to choose from, including:
•     Ponytails: A simple, plain ponytail is both easy to care for and easy to style in a short period of time.
•     Braid: A single braid can be attractive on a man with long hair and it is more easily contained and controlled than a ponytail.
•     Dreadlocks: Dreadlocks can be a fashion statement and a way to style long hair, particularly if it is thick or curly.
•     Afro: Many African-American men choose a natural afro for their long hair.
•     Loose: With hair that falls just below the shoulders, there may be no need for any styling other than wearing the hair loose.
•     Mullet: A mullet has short hair in the front and at the top of the head and longer hair in back, possibly pulled into a ponytail.

TATTOO

Ss: Sometimes people decorate themselves to be more beautiful in the eyes of others, sometimes to scare enemies, and sometimes to tell a story.

12. T: Let’s speak about the Etymology of Tattoo.

Ss: Etymology
The word tattoo is derived from the Polynesian word 'ta' meaning 'to strike something' and the Tahitian word 'tatau' meaning 'to mark something'. It is commonly believed that the original root word of "tattoo" comes from the Samoan word tatau, meaning to mark or strike twice (the latter referring to traditional methods of applying the designs). The first syllable "ta", meaning "hand", is repeated twice as an onomatopoeic reference to the repetitive nature of the action, and the final syllable "U" translates to "color". The instrument used to pierce the skin in Polynesian tattooing is called a hahau, the syllable "ha" meaning to "strike or pierce".
Body painting with natural pigments existed in most, if not all, tribalist cultures, often worn during ceremonies; it still survives in this ancient form among the indigenous people of Australia, New Zealand, the Pacific islands and parts of Africa. A semi-permanent form of body painting known as Mehndi, using dyes made of henna (hence also known rather erroneously as "henna tattoo"), was and is still practised in India and the Middle East, especially on brides. Since the late 1990s, Mehndi has become popular amongst young women in the Western world.
Indigenous peoples of South America traditionally use annatto. huito, or wet charcoal to decorate their face and body. Huito is semi-permanent and it generally takes weeks for this black dye to fade.
Actors and clowns around the world have painted their faces and sometimes bodies for centuries, and continue to do so today, hhore subdued form of face paints for everyday occasions evolve into the cosmetics we know today.
Body painting is not always full nude bodies. Body painting includes smaller designs on one area on the body.

13. T: *The history of tattoo is very interesting, isn’t it?

Ss: History
Tattoo art history dates back to over 5000 years ago and \s as various as the cultures and people that sport them.

The oldest examples date back to 3000 BC.
One of the oldest known examples of tattoo art was found in 1991 on a 5000 year old ice man found in the mountains between Austria and Italy.
This ‘ice man’ is the best preserved corpse ever found by archeologists and the skin of the ice man yielded more than 57 tattoos. 

Archeologist Sergei Rudenko was excavating tombs In the Altai mountains in southwestern Siberia. 2400 year old mummies were found, and evidence of tattoos on the bodies represented different animals such as griffins, and magical monsters. The tattoos are believed to represent the status of the individuals, magical significance, or were simply decorative.
Evidence of tattooing was also found in ancient Egyptian excavations. The tattoos depicted lines, dots and geometric patterns all over her body. In ancient Egypt tattoos were restricted to women as they were the ones associated with this ritual. The earliest evidence of Japanese tattoos were found on clay figurines on which the faces were painted and engraved with tattoo marks.

A Maori Chief with tattoos (moko) seen by Cook and his crew. The first closest known usage of the word in English was recorded in the diary of Captain James Cook in 1769 during his voyage to the Marquesas Islands. The text reads, "...they print signs on people's body and call this tattaw", referring to the Polynesian customs Sailors on the voyage later introduced both the word and reintroduced the concept of tattooing to Europe.
Today, people choose to be tattooed for cosmetic, sentimental/memorial, religious, and magical reasons, and to symbolize their belonging to or identification with particular groups, including criminal gangs (see criminal tattoos) but also a particular ethnic group or law-abiding subculture. 

14. T:  Some people use tattoo as Cosmetic and Face Painting.

Ss: Cosmetic. Face painting
Face paint is an artistic application of cosmetic "paint" to a person's face. There are special cosmetic "paints" made just for face painting; people should ask before having face paints applied what kind of paints are being used. "Craft" paints are not meant for use on skin and are not acceptable, nor are watercolor pencils or markers. These can cause staining and allergic reactions.
From ancient times, it has been used for hunting, religious reasons, and military reasons (such as camouflage and membership in a military unit).
There are many kinds of face paint, including:
•    Designs that include the emblems of favorite sports teams, cartoon characters, and other designs that are "cute" or otherwise appealing to the young.
•    Dramatic designs that appeal to all ages.
•    Costuming designs which transform the wearer into someone/something completely different, such as Jack Haley's silver face make up as the Tin Man in The Wizard of Oz.
•    Designs that endeavor to color the face in such a way to indicate solidarity with a cause, usually the outcome of a sporting contest or membership in a group.
When used as a form of cosmetics, tattooing includes permanent makeup, and hiding or neutralizing skin discolorations. Permanent makeup are tattoos that enhance eyebrows, lips (liner and/or lipstick), eyes (liner), and even moles, usually with natural colors as the designs are intended to resemble makeup.

Ss: Temporary tattoos
Temporary tattoos are not true tattoos. Rather, they are a type of body sticker, similar to a decal. They are generally applied to the skin using water to temporarily transfer the design to the surface of the skin. Temporary tattoos are waterproof, but can be removed with oil-based creams, and are intended to last only a few days.

These tattoos can look extremely realistic and last up to 3 weeks.
16. T:  *Do you know something about  body painting festivals?
Ss: Body painting festivals
Today body painting is huge in both amateur and professional arenas. Body painting festivals happen annually across the world bringing together professional body painters as well as keen amateurs. Body paintings can also typically be seen at football matches, at rave parties, and at certain festivals.
Starting in late 2006 Sacramento art galleries started to use fine art bodypainting as performance art to draw new patrons.
In 2006 the first gallery dedicated exclusively to fine art bodypainting was opened in New Orleans.

17. T:  *!!!!!!!!What are the risks?
Ss: Tattooed artwork involves breaching one of your body's main protective barriers — the skin. This means you can be more susceptible to skin infections and other skin reactions. Specific risks include:
■      Blood-borne diseases. If the equipment used to create your tattoo is contaminated with the blood of an infected person, you can contract a number of serious blood-borne diseases. These include hepatitis C, hepatitis B, tetanus, tuberculosis and HIV — the virus that causes AIDS.
■      Skin disorders. Your body may form bumps called granulomas around tattoo ink, especially if your tattoo includes red ink. Tattooing can also cause areas of raised, excessive scarring (keloids), if you're prone to them.
■      Skin infections. Tattoos can lead to local bacterial infections. Typical signs and symptoms of an infection include redness, warmth, swelling and a pus-like drainage. The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention has linked clusters of potentially serious antibiotic-resistant skin infections to unlicensed tattoo artists who don't follow proper infection-control procedures. Some antibiotic-resistant skin infections can lead to pneumonia, bloodstream infections and a painful, flesh-destroying condition called necrotizing fasciitis.
■      Allergic reactions. Tattoo dyes, particularly red dye, can cause allergic skin reactions, resulting in an itchy rash at the tattoo site. This may occur even years after you get the tattoo.
■      MRI complications. Rarely, tattoos or permanent makeup may cause swelling or burning in the affected areas during magnetic resonance imaging (MRI) exams. In some cases — such as when a person with permanent eyeliner has an MRI of the eye — tattoo pigments may interfere with the quality of the image.
18. T: * Have you ever seen piercing?

Ss: PIERCING
Body piercing is the insertion of jewelry into an opening made in the ear, nose, eyebrow, lip, tongue or other area of the body. Body piercing holds risks similar to tattoos. But due to improvements in safety procedures and equipment, the popular practice of earlobe piercing is viewed as generally less risky than other body piercings.

The HISTORY of  PIERCING
Speaking about various ways ornaments of a body, it is impossible to bypass attention piercing. History of piercing same ancient, as well as history of a tattoo. Ancient Romans pierced to themselves dummies and inserted into them rings for fastening a raincoat.
Body piercing has become very popular, trendy and fashionable. Body piercing greatly varies with multiple hoops up, around, and inside the ear, or studs and rings sticking out of the tongue, eyebrow, nostril, belly-button and lips. It seems that almost every part of the body is open to piercing. While parents shout "Gross" and teachers ask "Why?", teens continue to gravitate toward body piercing. If you're like many teens who have thought about piercing you probably see them as a personal and fashion statement, a form of body art, and a chance to establish your individuality.
Many teenagers or young girls like to have their ears pierced. Most earrings today are available for pierced ears. If you have very small earlobes you may want to think about how an earring will look before you have it done.

19. T: *!!!!!!!!!!!What are the risks?
Ss: Do not wear dangling earrings while playing sports. They can get caught on clothing
or in your hair very easily and can actually tear the earlobe.
Anytime the skin is punctured, there is a risk of infection. Specific risks include:
"     Blood-borne diseases. If the equipment used to do your piercing is contaminated with the blood of an infected person, you can contract a number of serious blood-borne diseases. These include hepatitis C, hepatitis B, tetanus, tuberculosis and HIV — the virus that causes AIDS.
■      Allergic reactions. Some piercing jewelry is made of nickel or brass, which can cause allergic reactions.
■      Oral complications. Jewelry worn in tongue piercings can chip and crack your teeth and damage your gums.
■      Skin infections. Typical signs and symptoms of an infection include redness, swelling, pain and a pus-like discharge. Infections from piercings in the upper ear cartilage are especially serious. Antibiotics are often ineffective. Because cartilage doesn't have its own blood supply, the drug can't reach the infection site. Such infection can lead to cartilage damage and serious, permanent ear deformity.
■      Scars and keloids. Body piercing can cause scars and keloids — ridged areas caused by an overgrowth of scar tissue.
20. T: Tongue bifurcation, or tongue splitting, is a type of body modification. 

*What do you thing about it?
Ss: TONGUE BIFURCUATION

Tongue bifurcation, or tongue splitting, is a type of body modification in which the tongue is cut centrally from its tip part of the way towards its base, forking the end. Most who have had the procedure report that it enhances the pleasure of kissing. With a bit of practice, one learns to move the forks of the tongue independently. In addition to being covered under laws prohibiting the unlicensed practice of medicine, tongue splitting is now explicitly illegal in some U.S. states (and banned in the U.S. military) and effectively all surgeons refuse to do it,[citation needed] so by necessity it is an underground practice.
Tongue bifurcation is, however, not necessarily a surgical procedure. Self modifiers often choose to achieve a split by gradually tightening nylon bindings inserted through an existing tongue piercing over a long period of time.
To achieve a more rounded and natural look, the upper and lower part of the cutting area in both halves are often fused together with stitches during the healing process. This prevents sharp edges on the split parts which would otherwise occur.
Hitomi Kanehara's Akutagawa Prize-winning novel Hebi ni Piasu (A Pierced Snake, English title Snakes and Earrings) tells the story of a young Japanese woman whose exploits in sex and body modification involve an endeavour to have her tongue bifurcated.
The September 19th, 2003 episode of the FOX television series Boston Public involved a group of students who had undertaken tongue bifurcation. The school's administration took a negative stance on the practice.

21. T: *And what can you say about Scarification? 
SS: Scarification as a body modification
In the process of body scarification, scars are formed by cutting or branding the skin. Scarification is sometimes called cicatrization (from the French equivalent).
History. Scarification has been used for many reasons in many different cultures:
Scarification has been used as a rite of passage in adolescence, or to denote the emotional state of the wearer of the scars, such as times of sorrow or well-being. This is common among Australian Aboriginal and Sepik River tribes in New Guinea, amongst others. Scarification, by deliberately burning skin, is called branding and has historically been used to mark slaves and criminals, usually with the brand being visible and often letter-coded to reflect the crime.
The Maori of New Zealand used a form of ink rubbing scarification to produce facial tattoos known as "moko." Moko were considered to make the body complete as Maori bodies were considered to be naked without these marks. Moko were unique to each person and served as a sort of signature. Some Maori chiefs even used the pattern of their moko as their signatures on land treaties with Europeans.
In some cultures, the willingness of a woman to receive scarification shows her maturity and willingness to bear children.
Scarification is fairly common in West Africa and New Guinea.
Facial scarring was a popular practice among the Huns.
Facial scarring resulting from academic fencing is regarded as a badge of honour among the European duelling fraternities, this tradition originating in the 19th century.
Scarification is also associated with the body modification movement.
Korogo Village, Sepik River, Papua New Guinea. Initiation ceremony, 1975. Franz Luthi
Reasons. Scarifications are usually more visible on darker skinned people than tattoos.
Endorphins are released in the process of obtaining the scarification that can put a person into a high or euphoria.Unlike tattoos, scarifications are a product of one's own body.
Religious expression.

SS:  Scarification is intentionally causing harm or trauma to the skin; thus it is not safe.
Infection is a concern.
