According to statistics, Canada shows that there has been an increase of 3.6% between 1996 and 2000. The 2006 estimation of the United Nations States Census International Program Center the number is 34,568,211 (July 2013 estimate). Census reports in the country are taken every 5 years. 
The population of the country contains a lot of ethnic groups. As the 2001 census reveals that no less than 34 such groups inhabit there. This consists of English, French, German, Italian, Irish, Ukrainian, First Nations and Chinese as well. Incidentally the per capita immigration rate in Canada is the highest. More on Canada Population...
        Most of the Canadian population is settled along the US border and the Quebec City -Windsor Corridor namely Montreal, Ottawa (the area under the metropolitan), Golden Horse Shoe-South Central Ontario, the British Columbia Lower Mainland (Vancouver and its surroundings) etc. One thing that needs to be noted is most of the immigrants inhabit in the cities like Montreal, Toronto and Vancouver. 
        Like the diverse population, Canada also boasts of having a variety of religions. Majority of the people follow Christianity, followed by Islam, Judaism and Buddhism.
        The adult literacy rate in the country is about 99%. A report of 2002 has shown that about 43% of the age group of 25-64 has received post-secondary education. This percentage increases to 51% among the people belonging to the age group 25-34. 
        The natural growth rate in the country at present can be said to be 0.3% whereas the overall growth rate is 0.9%. The two factors behind this are surely the country's practicing of Open Immigration policies and the birth rate exceeding the death rate. So though Canada's population is not high but it is growing at a healthy pace than most of the industrialized countries of the world.

Languages of Canada 
A multitude of languages are used in Canada. According to the 2011 census, English and French are the mother tongues of 56.9% and 21.3% of Canadians respectively. However, marking the steady decline in use of the French language by Canadians and new immigrants, the same census paints a gloomier picture of the survival of French as a second language for the country. Over 85% of Canadians have working knowledge of English while only 30.1% have a working knowledge of French. This is partly due to many French-speaking Canadians learning English and to more immigrants choosing to learn English as their second language rather than French. The steady decline in use of the French language led to the highly controversial Official Languages Act of 1969. The act was introduced to enforce use of the French language in an effort to preserve the culture of French Canadians who played a significant role in Canadian heritage. Under the Canadian Constitution, the federal government has both English and French as its official languages in respect of all government services, including the courts, and all federal legislation is enacted bilingually. New Brunswick is the only Canadian province that has both English and French as its official languages to the same extent, with constitutional entrenchment. Quebec's official language is French, although in that province, the Constitution requires that all legislation be enacted in both French and English, and court proceedings may be conducted in either language. Similar constitutional protections are in place in Manitoba.
Many Canadians believe that the relationship between the English and French languages is the central or defining aspect of the Canadian experience. To assist in more accurately monitoring the two official languages, Canada's census collects a number of demolinguistic descriptorsnot enumerated in the censuses of most other countries, including home language, mother tongue, first official language and language of work.
Canada’s linguistic diversity extends beyond the two official languages. Canada is also home to many indigenous languages. Taken together, these are spoken by less than one percent of the population. About. 6% Canadians (or 200,725 people) report an Aboriginal language as their mother tongue.
