Cossacks
Warrior =soldier, fighter                                       Infantry =soldiers marching or fighting on foot
	  
At the end of 15th century, people who called themselves Cossacks appeared on the banks of the Dnipro River down the rapids пороги. They originated from the Ukrainian peasants and poor citizens. These brave people were full of heroism and were ready to fight for the social and national independence of Ukraine. They began building ground fortifications укріплення that were   called “siches” on the Dnipro islands. These siches were   joined into one system that was a political, administrative and military centre. Later it became the centre of the liberation movement визвольний рух of the Ukrainian people.
	Cossacks were free and independent people and armed warriors воїни. Sich was a fortress made from wood and stones. The first Sich was  built on Khortytsia Island. Hetmans headed Cossacks, who were courageous men, and led their army into the fight against enemies.
	Zaporizhian infantry піхота formed the basis of the army and these armed forces were the best in Europe in the 15th – 17th centuries. Cossacks ships were called “chaikas”. Each ship was 60 meters long and it was made of wood.
	Cossacks food was honey, kulish and fish. Cossacks did not have any bread. They lived in kurins (a kind of hut) on the island of Khortytsia,  that was the largest island on the Dnipro. 
	Zaporiz’ka Sich was a sovereign state. Pylyp Orlyk was the author of the first constitution in Europe that was in 1710. The list of Sich hetmans accounts 83 people.

Except official symbols of every country Ukraine is rich in unique traditional symbols that were a part of Ukrainian culture for the centuries. 
Let’s find some of them. The task of eanch pair is to read information, find a symbolic thing and present it to our platoon.

1 Embroidery for Ukrainians is much more than just a way of decorating clothes or various household items. Embroidery is part of the Ukrainian world outlook, of the Ukrainian self-awareness; it is a sort of a sacred ritual of their life.
Vyshyvanka is a kind of traditional clothing in Ukraine. It is a part of the Ukrainian national costume
Today the embroidered shirt has taken on a special importance as a means of expressing patriotism. Vyshyvanka is a symbol of freedom!And freedom is the key trait of Ukrainian national identity !

2 Motanka is a  traditional Ukrainian handmade doll made from fabric and thread, without the use of needles. These dolls are often created without faces, which makes them unique. Ukrainians believe that motanka dolls have protective powers and can bring good luck.

Motanka was traditionally made for important occasions, such as weddings or holidays, and passed down through generations. The motanka doll is a symbol of family, heritage, and the connection between generations in Ukrainian culture.
3 Viburnum is the symbol that has strong associations with the Ukrainian land.
A viburnum bush has always been of great value to Ukrainians. Viburnum was usually perceived as a sign of well-being, family well-being, and over time became a national treasure of Ukraine.
4 Pottery is the art and craft of creating objects from clay . It has been practiced by humans for thousands of years and has played an important role in human history, culture, and society.
5 Pysanka is an integral part of the national cultural heritage (спадщина).It is a symbol of a new life.
