                                         Lesson Plan
1. Warming-up.( 3 min.)  Group conversation
 Teacher: Children,is everything OK today? Any news? No news is good news.
 By the way, have you heard that a new Internet Café will be opened in our town soon?
S1 :   You don’t say so! It would be wonderful. Sasha, have you heard that Natalka has got a 10 in Mathematics today?
S2: Great !My congratulations!  …
  
     2.Talking about Information. Game “Hot Potato” ( 3 min.)
Teacher: Oh, well, so many events have happened lately. Are these events news or just rumours, or perhaps gossips ? What is the difference between these  notions?
 ( students give their suggestions) .
Teacher: So news is checked –up official information as we have agreed. Information and news can be different, e.g. truthful, untrue, reliable and so on. Will you continue this list ?
                             Game “ Hot Potato”
      3. Reading the Information and Making a Spidergram ( 5 min.)
Teacher: What are the sources of information ? ( Students speak for books, newspapers, magazines, TV, radio, the Internet ) So today we shall speak about newspapers and magazines.
Teacher: Ukraine is a reading country. Look at the information on the blackboard and read it. 
            Since Ukraine gained its independence the number of newspapers and magazines has increased. A total of 2,659 newspapers are published in Ukraine nowadays with annual circulation of 3,096 mln copies, plus 1,009 magazines with the annual circulation of 57 mln copies.                                                                                                          
Teacher: If so many newspapers and magazines are issued, so it means that somebody reads them. Why do people read newspapers and magazines? What makes them interesting and successful ? How to draw the reader’s attention ?                                                                                                                    Children, you are joined together  in four groups . Each group has a task to make their own formula of success. After you have finished we shall compare your  points of view.

   4. Rouns Table Talk ( 10 min.)
Points for discussion:  Can you name the most popular newspapers and magazines in Ukraine and abroad? What sections do they contain? Now on the blackboard you can see  some pictures and the names of the sections.  I would like to ask you to match the pictures and the sections     
Do people of your age read newspapers ? What are teenagers keen on? What topics and sections are teenagers crazy about and what topics are not interesting for them?                                                                                                                                                                                                                   
 What about you? What magazines and newspapers do you read? Explain your choice.( Students speak out and demonstrate the newspapers or magazines they have brought  for the lesson )
  5. Reading and Doing Multiple Choice Test( 5 min.)
Teacher: Well, children, among the newspapers you’ve  characterized there are entertaining ones, informative, and those which provide food for thought. I suggest issuing our own school newspaper. Will it be entertaining or will it provide food for thought? ( both).
Teacher: Do you want to know how newspapers are made? How they were made some earlier and how now – we shall read. While reading we’ll try to do the multiple choice task. ( Appendix 1).
      
        6. Language Group Work( 8 min.)
Teacher: Many people work at a newspaper. It is a collective product of many people. Everybody on his place is doing his job. But the main person is , of course, a reporter, a journalist. It is him, who brings the news. Now the task for each group.
 Group 1 will think of the traits of character which every reporter has to possess .
 Group 2 will tell us about the advantages and Group 3  about the disadvantages of this profession.
 Group 4 will present us a top list of the most popular journalist professions (e.g. TV reporter, news section reporter etc).
        
        7. Discussion the Functions of Mass Media (3 min.)
Teacher: So if we have decided to make our own newspaper it must be successful
( remember of the Winning Formula) and it should perform the functions of  the Mass Media. Read these functions on the blackboard and say what we shall inform our readers of in our newspaper, what and whom  we shall criticize and control and how we are going to shape public opinion. ( Appendix 2)
      8.Students’ Independent  Creative Group Work ( 5 min.)
Teacher: As all of us are reporters now and  are  working at our newspaper I would like Group 1 to read a short information  “How to сreate an effective advertisement“ ( Appendix 3) and create an advertisement of our newspaper. Group 2  will study some words and word combinations of the official( formal ) style ( Appendix 4 )and write an official report about our headmaster’s meeting with the Youth Association which took place  two days ago. Group 3 will study the rules of making an interview ( Appendix 5 ) and present us several questions for the interview with a famous person of our school. And at last Group 4 will present us “ Angry Column” in which they will  mention the problems which our school or the town of Cherniakhiv faces. 
 ( The speaker of each group presents the results of their creative independent work)
       9.Giving  Group Hometask ( 1 min.)
Teacher: Thank you very much for your work. It was interesting to listen to you. I am sure that our newspaper will draw the attention of the wide range of readers.
But I think we must make our newspaper more informative. So I would like your groups  to prepare the following stuff (material) for it at home : to advertise healthy food in our school canteen;  to make a report on tomorrow’s meeting devoted  to the Starvation years of 1932-33;  to  make an interview with the Vice-principal about the work of the Minor Academy of Sciences and district contests in different school subjects; and in the  “ Angry Column” it would be interesting to read the article “ If I Were the Mayor of  me town…” about the problems of our town and their solution.                                                                                         10. Summarizing. Feedback. Evaluation . Technology “Community Web” ( 2 min.)
Teacher:  Our lesson has come to its end. Let’s make a web answering my questions. Everybody who is giving an answer must hold the thread thus making a web and involving all of you in the process. So, what was our lesson like? What will our newspaper be like? What sections will it contain? Whom will we read interviews in our newspaper with? Yulya, you were working hard at the lesson. Andriy, thank you for your bright ideas for our newspaper  etc…
     Now, children, look, we have made a web –a strong one. Try to break it – it’s not easy. I would like to pay your attention to Henry Ford’s words written on the blackboard :

                        HOW  TO  CREATE  AN  EFFECTIVE  ADVERTISEMENT
 In his autobiography, David Ogilvy, a famous American advertiser, gives advice on how to create an effective advertisement. Here what he says:
     1. A good advertisement should include a headline, a picture, a brand name, a slogan and the text.
     2. The headline is the most important element in the advertisements. It is  the telegram which decides the reader whether to read the copy. A proper headline catches the eye. A change of headline can make a difference of ten to one in sales.
     3. Every advertisement should appeal to the reader’s self interest. It should promise him a benefit, as for example : How women over 35 can look  younger.
    4. Do not say anything in your ads which is likely to exclude any readers who might be prospects for your  product. Thus, if you are advertising a product which can be used  equally well by men and women, don’t slant your headline or slogan at women alone; it would frighten men away.
     5. Always try to inject news into your advertisement, because the consumer is always on the lookout for new products, or new ways to use an old product, or new improvements in an old product. The two most powerful words you can use are free and new. You can seldom use free, but you can almost always use new – if you try hard enough.
1. Other words and phrases which work wonders are how to, suddenly, now, announcing, introducing, it’s here, just arrived, important development, improvement, amazing, sensational, remarkable, revolutionary, startling, miracle, magic, offer, quick, easy, wanted, challenge, advice to, the truth about, compare, bargain, hurry, last chance.

Appendix 5
                 HOW  TO  HAVE  THE  PERFECT  
                                 INTERVIEW…
   1. Discover as much as you can about the interview. This means finding out exactly who the person is, what position he holds, and whether it’s an informal chat or a formal interview. 
   2. Before the interview  get as much information about the interviewer as possible ( his interests, hobbies, working activity, way of life etc.)
   3. Think of a list of questions beforehand.
   4. Be polite. Make the interviewer feel you respect his point of view whatever it is. 
   5. Try to sound sincere, interested and enthusiastic. Think positively and confidently about yourself and the interviewer.
   6. Dress the part. Even if the interview is in a modern company or place where the code is casual, you should dress formally for an interview – a suit is always safe. Never keep your overcoat on during the interview – this will make you an outsider from the start. If possible take it off outside the interview room.
   7. Be aware of your body language. Most interviewers don’t realize but they are influenced by your body language the moment you walk into the room. Be assertive, smile, look the interviewer in the eye, and give a firm hand shake. Don’t lean too far over the desk or slump in the chair with your arms crossed. Practice your ‘entrance’ at home with a friend so you feel comfortable.
   8. Keep a balance of power throughout the interview. From a psychologist’s point of view this is what interviews are all about! Don’t be too timid or allow the interviewer to dominate you because an interview is a two-way process.
   9. Keep calm before and during the interview. Three-quarters of people feel anxious about interviews ( especially job interviews) and their nervousness often lets them down. The key is to learn interview skills and control your nerves.  Remember, the interviewer may be nervous as well !
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
