• Topic: «Stand with Ukraine»
• Overview: 
Learners will work in groups 
Learners will develop creativity, searching information skills
Learners will present their projects
Aims:
. to develop students' cognitive and creative skills;
.  to practice extended use of active vocabulary on the topic;
.  to practise students' speaking and listening skills;
. to encourage students to work on projects;
.   to enrich students' knowledge about Ukraine's history 
.   to introduce some information about positive thinking;
· to teach students responsibility for their country.
Outcomes:
1. Learners will be able to create their  own projects in a different ways
2. Learners will be able to use vocabulary and develop their reading, writing and listening skills
3. Learners will be able to search information, analyze it and make it up into visual project
4. Learners will understand more about situation in Ukraine

Pre-lesson task: 
Process: Learners each chose an historical event in their town and submit their topic to the teacher in advance. They individually research and present this information in a form of project ( article, poster, video, presentation) In class, they perform their projects as if they were real reporters. They can use a script, but they must maintain as much eye contact a possible with the audience. The teacher records the whole session for later reference.
Product: A live performance of the learners’ projects. 
Marking criteria (evaluation of the product):
 • Fluency: Read the news: 10-12 - with few (one or two) hesitations; 7-9– with some hesitations (three or four); 4-6– with a lot of hesitations (five or more); 1-3– extremely slow delivery.
 • Accuracy: Constructs sentences: 10-12– very accurately (no errors); 7-9– quite accurately (one or two errors); 4-6 not very accurately (three or more errors); 1-3 – very garbled sentence structure.
 • Pronunciation: 10-12– very clear (no errors); 7-9– quite clear (one or two errors); 4-6not very clear (three or more errors); 1-3 – not understandable.
 • Vocabulary: Uses vocabulary: 10-12 – very appropriately (no misuse); 7-9 mostly appropriately (one or two misuses); 4-6 – not very appropriately (three or more misuses); 1-3 – inappropriate vocabulary for the task.
. Creativity: 10-12 - interesting and confident presentation; 7-9 - quite interesting; 4-6 - not very appropriately; 1-3 – inappropriate
