                                                Lesson Plan
1. Warming-up activity.
Teacher: How are you, children ? I am glad that you are in high spirits. As for me I am all right too. Yesterday I went shopping. I bought  some food to prepare dinner. I do shopping quite often. What about you ?
 What was your last shopping experience? Were you happy?
2. Introducing the topic and the aims of the lesson.
Teacher: As you have guessed we’ll devote our lesson to a very interesting topic. What is it? 

The topic of our lesson is “ Shop till you drop.”  Today we will mainly practice vocabulary for you to be able to speak on the topic, to express your ideas about buying things.
 If we want to buy something, e.g. to buy a present, to celebrate birthday, to have a party or so, what should we know? What should we decide upon ?
1.Things to buy ( What do you want to buy?)

2 Kinds of shops ( Where to go? )
3.How are they sold ? ( How are they packed, weighed ? size,  colour )

4.How to pay ? ( Money )

5.The process of buying ( How to ask? How to choose? How to thank for the purchase? )

 We can  continue this list and write more ideas. But our time is limited by 45 minutes. That’s why we’ll try to do as much as possible at today’s lesson. So, let’s start.

 I have found a nice English proverb. I think it will be a very good motto of our lesson and a motto for doing shopping in general. Let us guess it and play Odd one out. Which word in the following groups is different? 

 pen, book, never, pencil  
trousers, buy, jeans, shorts
milk, pig, juice, coca-cola 
packet, bag, bottle, poke 
(Never buy a pig in a poke.).
Do you know the Ukrainian equivalent  of this proverb?  ( Poke – мішок. Купувати кота в мішку.)
3. Listening comprehension

Teacher: So, let’s go shopping ! Listen to the song and sing together.

4. Pair-up activity.
Teacher: What other kinds of shops which were not mentioned in the song do you know? (the baker’s, the butcher’s, the grocer’s….)

I have a very long shopping list. Where can I buy it all? 
Pair up, go to the blackboard and choose the card with the name of  the shop.

   E.g. butcher’s ( shop ), grocer’s, greengrocer’s, baker’s, 
confectioner’s, fishmonger’s etc.

                               Shopping Centre “Dream”
