Level-A2 pre-intermediate

Objectives: to summarize students’ knowledge about Great Britain and its peculiarities; to develop speaking skills and practise lexical units and grammar material learned while working on the topic; to develop listening comprehension and oral speech; to encourage pupils to work individually, in pairs and groups; to develop logical thinking and communicative approach in learning English.

· work in pairs using active vocabulary and making dialogues;
· act out the situations using prepared and unprepared speech;
· know more about English-speaking countries.

                                                P R O C E D U R E
I. INTRODUCTION
1. Greetings and objectives
T: So, dear students, I am glad to see you again at our English lesson. Today we have the final lesson on the topic “Welcome to Great Britain” and I hope it will be interesting both for you and our guests.
2. Warming-up
T: Well, they say, “A good beginning makes a good ending”. So, I propose to warm up by remembering some chants about our favourite characters.
(Students say chants written by the teacher.)
S1: Oh, where is Peter Pan?
Sts: He is in the van.
S2: Where is Cinderella?                                          

Sts: She is under the umbrella.

S3: Where is Pinocchio?

Sts: Oh, Pinocchio is in Tokyo, on a business trip.

S4: Where is Robin Hood?

Sts: He is in the forest of Sherwood.

S5: Where is my dear Alice?

Sts: She is in the palace.

S6: Where is Red Riding Hood?

Sts: She went to her granny with a basket of food.

T: Where are my students so bright and so cool?

Sts: We are at the lesson at our super school!

T: Well done students, I hope you are in high spirits after our warming-up and now it’s time to work. Let us travel around GB and have a little quiz about it. Start!

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II.THE MAIN PART  
 3. Speaking  
T: I see that you know quite a lot of geographical facts about Great Britain, but do you know well British customs and traditions?
Sts: Yes, we do!
S1: People in England do not shake hands as much as we do in our country.
S2: Men raise their hats to women but not to each other.
S3: If you go a friend’s house for dinner, you don’t say, “Thank you” at the end of the dinner. You say, “Thank you” if you go home.
S4: It is difficult to know if an Englishman is married, because they do not wear wedding rings.
S5: The English do not talk as much as we do.
S6: Traffic keeps to the left.
S7: The British always eat bread with their soup. They never eat bread with meat or vegetables.
S8: The English drink a lot of tea. They always drink tea out of cups, never out of glasses.
S9: The English drink tea with sugar and milk. Tea with lemon is called “Russian tea”.
S10: Englishmen have a good sense of humour.
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T: Well students, you’re right, Englishmen indeed have a perfect sense of humour, let’s act some funny situations to prove it. Are you ready?
Sts: Yes, we are. 
Acting dialogues
(Students go to the blackboard, make a circle and recite a poem and act jokes.)

Situation 5
S1: When her husband returned home late with a broken nose, black eye and a split lip, Mrs. Sullivan was shocked but not surprised.
S2: “What happened?” she said.
S3: “I got it fighting with Pat Dugan,” he said.

S2:”Ye big stiff”, said his wife. “Why, Pat Dugan’s just a little shrimp of a fellow. How could you let a miserable weakling like him do that to you?”
S3: “Hush, woman”, said Sullivan. “Speak no ill of the dead”

Situation 6
S1: What did the big telephone say to the little telephone?
S2: You’re too young to engage.

Situation 7
S1: Excuse me, could you tell me the way to Bath?
S2: Well, I always use soup and water.

T: Thank you, pupils. It was funny. Well, as you know British people are also famous for their wise proverbs. Let’s remember some of them, for this I would like you to form three groups. Your task is to match the parts of the sentences correctly in order to read a proverb in English and then to give its Ukrainian equivalent. You have no more than 5 minutes. 

T: Our next stop is the country that is situated in the North of GB. What country am I talking about? - Correct! It’s Scotland. By the way, can you answer some questions about Scotland?
· What is the national costume of Scottish people? (kilt)
· What is the national musical instrument of Scotland? (bagpipe)
· What is the national sport?  (golf)
· Who is Saint Patron of Scotland? (St. Andrew)
· Who is the national poet of Scotland? (Robert Burns)
· When is the annual festival of poetry dedicated to R. Burns held? (25.01)
· What popular Scottish song do you know? (My Boney)
(Students are invited in front of the class to sing Scottish song “My Boney”).

“Follow all the instruction and you’ll find a little surprise”

T: Students, do you want to get a little surprise? – OK! The tasks are:

· Recite the poem about Great Britain.
