Grade: 7
Time: 40 min
Topic: Personality
Suggested Level – A2 

Learning Outcomes.  By the end of the lesson the students will be able to:
· talk about features of character and interests;
· use vocabulary related to the topic;
· speak English using prepared and unprepared speech.

PROCEDURE

I. Greeting. Introduction of the theme of the lesson.
T: Good morning, dear students. Today I’d like you to guess the theme of our lesson. Look at the blackboard. You can see a chain word here. You have to find 11 adjectives. If you combine the first letters of each word, you’ll find out the topic of the lesson .

Right you are. The theme of our lesson is Personality. At our lesson, we are going to revise    and practise personality words, describe different people, talk about your features  of character and interests, guess what kind of people you are. Is the topic interesting to you?
II. Warming- up activity.
 I’d like you to think of one adjective to characterize yourselves. The first letter of your name and the first letter of the adjective you’ve chosen must be the same. For example, I’m Larysa and I am likable
Students: Polia-patient     Ksiusha-kind   Tima-tolerant   Ivan-inventive, etc.
III Main Part.
1. Group work. 
(Two groups of students are given 2 pictures. The first team gets a picture of a boy and the second one gets a picture of a girl. They also get the cards with negative and positive character traits. If a team is the first to finish any task and it is correct, they’ll get a card with a positive trait and glue it to their picture. The second team will also get a card but with a negative trait. At the end of the lesson they will see what kind of personality they will create.)  
T: So, we have two teams here. You task is to put the adjectives in the correct column-positive and negative. There must be 12 adjectives in each column.
2. Vocabulary practice.
a) Game “Who is the fastest student?” 
T: I invite one student from each group to go to the blackboard. You see some words here. I’ll tell you an adjective, you have to find its antonym and grab it as quickly as possible

b) T: Now  each team will get  some  adjectives. 
      Your task is to match the synonyms.      
angry – cross                             intelligent -clever
timid –shy                                  friendly -amiable
sensible –rational                      impolite –rude        clumsy –awkward
c) T: We’ve already revised a lot of adjectives and I’m sure that now you can easily cope with the next task. You have to match the personality adjectives with the pictures of the people you see on the screen ( LearningApps.Org p.6 Personal Adjectives n2)

3. Speaking. 
T: Now the task will be a little bit complicated. You’ll think of the adjectives to describe the cartoon characters. (Cartoons)
Students describe Patrick as stupid, obedient, kind; Piglet as frightened, friendly, unhelpful; Rabbit as bossy, clever, arrogant.
4. Reading.
T: Let’s come back to our handouts. Your next task is to match some of the above adjectives to the correct descriptions ( Appendix 1Ex.2 positive/negative) 

5. Listening Comprehension.
T: You are going to watch the trailer of the animation film “Ratatouille” but before that I’d like to ask you if you know what a trailer is (an advertisement for a film that will be exhibited in the future at a cinema) Have you ever watched it? Did you like it?
a) Pre-listening task. 
T: I’ll distribute characters’ pictures, names and descriptions to you. You’ll work in groups to match pictures and texts. Try to predict the answers.

d) Post-listening task.
The students describe  the characters using personality adjectives
Group 1  describe Chef Skinner  - grumpy, angry, cross, tough, aggressive, bossy, jealous, rude, selfish, arrogant, nasty                                         
   Group 2  describe  Remi – talented, modest, skilled, honest, imaginative, invented, gifted, determined, clever, careful, kind

6. Physical Exercise.  Song “What is he like?”

6. Speaking.
a) T: For today, you had to prepare some information about yourselves. I’m sure we’ll find out a lot of interesting facts about your activities and hobbies and then we’ll try to guess what kind of people you are. (Students’ presentations)
The students from one group describe themselves. The students from another team share their opinion about their classmate.
b)T: At the previous lesson you learnt some facts about Graphology, a special technique that is used to analyze a person's personality and character traits by studying their handwriting.  Now we’ll see whether you are good experts of graphology. Each of you wrote the same sentence on the piece of paper. (The better we concentrate, the better the results) Now you have to write down the  personality  trait  that, to your mind, fits the handwriting on the piece of paper. Then give the paper to the next person who will also write down the trait. All the papers go round the group until everyone writes a personality word. So, there will be 4 words on it. Then we’ll see whether your groupmates’ predictions are accurate.
c)You know that scientists say it is possible to predict what kind of person you are by analyzing human eyes, their shape and colour. Now you also have such opportunity. You’ll see the eyes of a person and your task is to tell us as much information as you can about this person.
VII. Group work.
T: Let’s see what kinds of personalities you’ve created. After a short discussion the students from each team go to the blackboard, show the picture of their girl and boy and compare whether they have more positive or negative features.
VIII. Evaluation. Summing up.
T: You’ve created these personalities and you are responsible for the result of your work. You see, any person has positive as well as negative traits. In real life a lot of people can influence your personality-friends, teachers, parents. However, it depends on you what kind of person you’ll become and I wish you to be positive and let your parents be proud of you. So, you worked hard and were very active. Your collages and presentations were unique and creative. You’ve learnt a lot of word on the topic, can describe people, talk about features of character, hobbies and interests.
