American Indians
       Do you know why American Indians are called Indians? It was all because the Italian adventurer Christopher Columbus got lost! Columbus was looking for India. So, when he arrived in America by mistake, he called the friendly people who lived there los Indios, which means Indians.
       No one knows for sure exactly when these first inhabitants came to America. But it was probably more than 20,000 years ago. This was the time of the Ice Age and Asia was linked to America by a road of ice. Hunters from Siberia used this road to get to Alaska. From there, they moved south.
At one time, there were more than 600 tribes, and probably as many languages. The Indian tribes were very different, but they all loved and respected nature. Unfortunately, when the Europeans arrived, they brought guns and diseases with them. They gradually chased the Indians off the good land and onto ‘reservations’.

The discovery of America

    Teacher. Who discovered America? Was it really Columbus in 1492? There are many stories about other adventurers reaching America before Columbus: a Buddhist monk from China, an Irish monk and a Viking sailor from Iceland, for example. But Columbus became famous for discovering America.
     So, if Columbus is famous for discovering America, why wasn’t it called after him? Well, all his life, Columbus believed that he had reached Asia. Another Italian, Amerigo Vespucci, corrected this mistake. And so, to honour Vespucci, the new country was called America.
       When Columbus returned to Spain, which was where he lived, he took with him gold. This encouraged many Spaniards to go to America to get rich. People from other European countries soon followed.

The Pilgrims
Teacher. The most famous first settlers are a small group of English men and women called the Pilgrims. They sailed from England in 1620 in order to be free to worship God in their own way.
      The Pilgrims’ old ship, the Mayflower, arrived in Massachu-setts in the middle of a freezing winter. By spring, fifty of the hundred settlers were dead. The others, however, were determined to succeed. And they did, with the help of local American Indians, they created a permanent settlement that formed the basis for the Massachusetts Bay Colony.
By 1733, European settlers had set up thirteen colonies – all under the control of Britain. Colonists called their new settlements after the countries and towns they came from. That is why they were called New York. New Jersey and New Hampshire.
Many Americans think that the Pilgrims were the most important founders of the USA.

African Americans
Teacher. The colonies in the South needed people to work on the huge tobacco and cotton plantations. So, from the 1600s until 1808, large numbers of Africans were brought to the colonies against their will. There, they were forced to work as slaves under the most terrible conditions. They not only lost their countries and homes – but also their freedom.

Teacher. In the first half of the 1800s large numbers of poor Europeans emigrated to America. They came from Ireland, Germany and Scandinavia. Most of them were farmers who headed west to find land.

The second wave of immigrants
[bookmark: _GoBack]Teacher. In the late 1880s people from Southern and Eastern Europe and China poured into the big American cities to look for work. They formed places like ‘Little Italy’ and ‘Chinatown’ in order to keep their culture and language. As many as one million people a year came to America. Finally, in 1920, the USA put a stop to such massive waves of immigrants.

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Immigration after 1920
Teacher. There has been a large intake of people from Asia this century. However, most new immigrants today are Hispanic Americans. They come from Latin America. 
Not all immigrants are legal, of course. Hundreds of thousands of illegal immigrants enter the USA every year. Most of them come from Mexico. They have to cross the Rio Grande, the river that divides Mexico and the United States. If they are lucky enough to get across without getting caught, they arrive in their new country completely wet.
Getting into the USA as an illegal immigrant is not easy. Imagine crossing the river at night: it’s dark, you’re shaking with cold, and you’re frightened. You know that the US Border Patrol are watching out for you and the others in your group. If you get caught, you may have to spend three months in prison before the police send you home again. Many Mexicans try to cross the river night after night – for many months. If they hear the border police, they swim back to Mexico and try again the next night.
