Lesson Plan 

Class: 7
Level: 12-13/ A2+ 
Topic: Sport. 
Subtopic: Kinds of sport. Searching for a website. Leisure activities. Sports equipment.

Overview: In this English lesson, students will learn sports-related vocabulary. Before the lesson, students will be assigned a pre-lesson task to research and gather information about different sports. During the lesson, they will engage in group discussions, sports-themed  reading exercises and word games, as well as use digital tools to present information about their favourite sports. After the lesson, they will participate in a post-lesson task to consolidate their knowledge and skills. 

Aim: By the end of the lesson Ss will be able to discuss various sports, use sports-related vocabulary and expressions, and present information about their favourite sport.


Outcomes: Ss will be able to:
· use the new vocabulary in context to describe different sports;
· participate actively in discussions and word games related to sports;
· identify and describe various sports;
· collaborate and present their findings using digital tools;
· demonstrate improved digital literacy by using technology for research and presentations;
· develop language  skills;
· practice their collaborative and cooperative skills, and know how to work in a team;
· understand the importance of physical culture and sport for a modern person;
· develop critical thinking, creativity, and ability to adapt to a digital diversity.


Digital literacy: 
Ss will :
·  develop their digital literacy skills (research, content creation, and presentation) by using certain digital tools.

Autonomy:
· Ss explore the topic at their own pace and in-depth, identify their interests in sport, justify their preferences;
· independent researching with further sharing findings and summarizing during a group discussion and in a collaborative ABC e-book;
· accountability for own progress in learning via reflection and self-assessment;

	Reading practice.
to give students practice in reading using sports-themed vocabulary

to enrich Ss’ vocabulary, to develop their ability to understand words and their meaning and apply them to an appropriate situation/context


to improve reading comprehension
	Ss refresh the information gained during the previous lesson, read the text in Scrible.com and mark the new vocabulary. Ask the class whether they have any questions about the vocabulary in the text.


Ask Ss to answer the questions for the comprehension.

	Ask Ss to pronounce the words chosen by the "wheel"
 athlete, beat (v), energetic, facility, fee, final, fitness, gold, medal, offer (v), overweight,  password, personal trainer, race (n,v)  stick (v), take part, take place, technology, treadmill, unfit, up-to-date, username, workout, work out



  Split Ss into  4 groups.
( Group 1- team sport, Group 2- individual sport, Group 3 -outdoor sport, Group 4-indoor sport).
 
Ask Ss to discuss various sports and share their pre-lesson research findings.
Groups read other groups’ pages and post at least 1 question and 1 comment.
