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Ця контрольна робота була розроблена як авторська на основі власних ідей та методичних підходів до оцінювання мовних компетенцій учнів на рівні B2 згідно з вимогами освітніх стандартів для 10 класу. Вона включає завдання з таких видів мовленнєвої діяльності: читання, аудіювання, письмо та усне мовлення. Кожен з розділів контрольної роботи спрямований на перевірку та оцінку рівня знань учнів за відповідними мовними компонентами.
Завдання з граматики були розроблені згідно з вимогами типових екзаменаційних тестів, зокрема на основі завдань, що застосовуються у таких системах, як НМТ та FCE (First Certificate in English). Однак завдання адаптовано до специфіки української освітньої програми та рівня B2. Усі завдання є оригінальними і не є прямими копіями матеріалів, що охоплюють державні або міжнародні екзаменаційні системи. Вони створені з метою забезпечення логічного й структурованого підходу до оцінювання мовних навичок учнів.
Згідно з методичними вимогами, контрольна робота охоплює важливі граматичні конструкції, зокрема: умовні речення, використання модальних дієслів, пасивний стан, а також правильне застосування часів. Крім того, підготовлені завдання на аудіювання, читання та усне мовлення спрямовані на розвиток усіх необхідних компетенцій для досягнення рівня B2, що дозволяє оцінити не тільки знання граматики, а й здатність до практичного використання мови в реальних умовах.
Ця контрольна робота є авторським продуктом і розроблена виключно для використання в освітньому процесі в рамках навчання з англійської мови. У разі використання матеріалів контрольної роботи в інших контекстах, буде доречно зазначити автора.
