Виховувати  толерантне ставлення до звичаїв та традицій англомовних країн. 
Обладнання: зал, прикрашений постерами про свята, виготовленими учнями, костюми, матеріали, необхідні  для проведення конкурсів, грамоти та призи переможцям. 
Pupil 1: Every country has its own traditions and customs. In Britain traditions play a very important role in the life of people mostly because the British are very conservative. They are proud of their traditions and keep them carefully.

Pupil 2: We have a game show toady. And as it is a game, there will be winners of it. So, we need a jury.

Pupil 1: Let’s greet our respected jury:

Pupil 2: Today we are going to present you some of the most popular English traditions. The pupils of the 7b form will tell you about one of the funniest holydays – St. Valentine’s Day.
Presentation of the 7b form.

Pupil 1: As you know, on St. Valentine’s Day sweethearts or just simply friends send each other valentine cards. Usually they write small pomes in the heart shaped cards.
Pupil 2: And the first competition is for the best Valentine’s card. The teams have some posters, coloured paper and pencils. They also got rhymes to make their valentine’s poems. During five minutes you will be writing your cards. You can make your message humorous, or romantic, but in any case mind your grammar and spelling. And, of course, your Valentine’s card must be beautiful.

Pupil 1: While the participants are busy creating cards, their supporters will show us something interesting.

Pupil 1: Now let’s see what the results of our first competition are. Our jury should take into consideration spelling, grammar mistakes, design and special character of the message.  
Pupil 2: And the next holiday is not less popular among the children than St. Valentine’s Day. Let’s guess what it is.

· The flat is decorated with toys, lights, candles and a fir- tree

Pupil 1: Of course, this holyday is Christmas. And let’s give the floor to the pupils of the 7a form. They are going to present another English tradition – Christmas.
Presentation of the 7a form.

A: Here it comes, welcome, Christmas!

B: At Christmas people remember when Jesus Christ was born. For  millions of Christians it is the happiest and the busiest  time of the year.

C: No one knows the exact date of Christ’s birth but most Christians celebrate Christmas on the 25th of December.

D: In the month before Christmas people are busy. They make or buy Christmas cards and send them to their friends and relatives.

E: Most families buy Christmas Trees, put them in their houses and decorate them with toys, candies and sparkling lights.

A: Many children have parties at school, they dance and sing songs.

B: Children leave stockings for Santa Claus when they go to bed. Santa Claus is a big man with white hair and red clothes who brings presents for children and leave them in the children’s stockings.

C: Christmas is very popular and beloved holiday and this is the time to gather the whole family, to make each other nice gifts, to say nice words.

All together: Marry Christmas!

Pupil 1: What do people usually do at Christmas? Yes, they sing. All over the country people sing in the streets, at the parties, with their friends and along. Can we sing here? Absolutely! And now the teams will show us their favourite Christmas songs.

The teams sing out and perform Christmas songs.

Pupil 1: Good job. And now our jury will tell us the results of the competition of the performances of Christmas songs.

Pupil 2: Spring comes to us with the first flowers, melted snow, birds came from the South. And, of course, it brings us its holidays. And one of the famous spring holidays is a Pancake Day. It is celebrated on Shrove Tuesday at the beginning of Lent.
Pupil 1: And now the pupils of the 7c form will tell us about this funny day.

Presentation of the 7c form.

A: In the UK the Tuesday before Lent is known a Pancake Day. On this day it is traditional to eat pancakes and play different games with pancakes.

B: Pancakes are eaten on this day because they contain fat, butter, milk, eggs which are forbidden during Lent.

C: Pancake Day is celebrated on different days in different years, but always 47 days before Easter Sunday.

D: Next year it will be on the 8th of March.

E: Children like this day because there are a lot of traditional games on this day. 

And now let’s play one of them.

We ask one person (volunteer) from each form to come up here.

You must …

A: The often tradition is a pancake race. The object of the race is to get to the finishing line first flipping a pancake in a frying pan.

B: According to tradition, in 1445 one woman heard the shriving bell while she was making pancakes and ran to the Church in her apron with her frying pan.

C: The world’s biggest pancake was cooked in 1994. It was 15 meters in diameter and weighed 3 tones.

D: We can’t imagine Pancake Day without pancakes. We’d like to stand a treat you with this delicious dish.

Pupil 1: Well, on this day in England families usually have pancakes for dinner. At schools the children and teachers have pancakes for dinner, and in restaurants customers ask for pancakes, too.

Pupil 2: Everyone knows that pancakes are delicious to eat, but do you know how to cook them? Let’s arrange the instructions for making pancakes in the right order.

The teams arrange the instructions for making pancakes in right order.

Pupil 1: While the participants are busy arranging the instructions, their supporters will show us something interesting

Pupil 1: Good job. And now, please, shoe your instructions to the jury and in some minutes our jury will tell us the results of the competition. 

Pupil 2: And now we are going to have a traditional pancake race at our show. I invite the participants to take frying pans with pancakes on them and to take places at the end on the hall. You must run towards me tossing your pancakes 3 times during the race. The winner is the team that comes first and doesn’t drop its pancake. So , be careful.
Pancake race.

Pupil 1: I guess, that the first was the team of the 7.., but let’s listen to our respected jury.

Pupil 2: Most unfortunately, our time is almost over. Our respected jury in some minutes will tell us the results of the competition. And while they are summing up the information, let’s greet the supporters of the 7c form.

Pupil 1: Thank you. And now, listen to our jury.
