ХІД УРОКУ

	He had to drop out of school and work as an office boy to contribute to his family’s income. As it turned out, the job became a launching point for his writing career.

	Daniel Defoe
	He was a famous writer of the 18 century. He wrote his famous novel when he was sixty. The story was based on real adventures of a sailor who lived for forty years on the desert island. When the book was published it became very popular. He didn't write stories for children. He is called "the father of English prose".

	Jack London
	He was born in 1876. His real name was John Griffit. His family was poor. He began to work at the age of 8. He spent a semester at the University of California. He published about 50 books. His novel ''The Sea Wolf'' was based on his experiences at sea. In 1910 he built his dream home.

	Robert Louis Stevenson
	One of the twenty six most widely translated authors in the world, he was a Scottish novelist, poet, essayist, but most widely celebrated as an adventure writer. He wrote a number of lesser known short stories, inspired by his worldly travels, as well as children's poems in his collection, A Child's Garden of Verses (1905).

	Antoine de Saint-Exupery
	He was born in Lyons on June 29, 1900. He flew for the first time at the age of twelve, at the Ambérieu airfield, and it was then that he became determined to be a pilot. He kept that ambition even after moving to a school in Switzerland.
