Тема уроку: Communication Technologies. Computer: It's the thing you need.

Перебіг уроку 
1. Organizing 
T: Good morning, boys and girls! I'm glad to see you. Dear children, I hope that you are in a good mood today, you can evaluate your mood yourself. 
Dear friends! Welcome to the English courses for young console operators. As far as I know, you have been discussing the problems of computer science for about nine years, and today you'll have  an opportunity to use your knowledge in new situations. 
2. Work with lexical units. 
T: Let's repeat all the necessary computer science terms ( учні вказують та називають частини комп'ютера): screen, CD ( Rom), mouse, keyboard, disk drive, floppy disk, mouse mat, modem, laptop, desktop. 
T: Listen to the definitions and guess the word:
1) A small object that you move with your hand to operate a computer ( mouse)
2) A flat part in front of a computer which you look at( screen)
3) A part of a computer with rows of letters and symbols ( keyboard)

3. Share your opinions with us 
T: What do you think of today's technology?
What new technology could you not live without?
S1: 50 years ago people didn't even hear about computers, and today we cannot imagine life without them. The computer technology is the fastest- growing industry in the world. The computer revolution is changing our life and our language, too. We are constantly making up new words or giving new meanings to old ones. 
S2: The number of teenagers using the Internet is growing around the world. According to a recent study, teens are much brighter with computers than adults and use the Internet more often and for more varied reasons: to communicate with friends, to make new friends, to play games, download music, get news, shop, research homework and ask health questions. 
S3: Email is losing its privileged place among teens. Young people prefer instant messaging and text messaging as ways to connect with their friends. When you send someone an email, you don't know when you will get a reply. Your friend might not check messages, or might not use that email address anymore. You can then send a message to your friend ,who can type a reply instantly. 
S4: The newest technology popular with teens is podcasting. The term « podcast « is a blend of the words iPod ( a portable media player) and « broadcasting «. But not only teens are crazy about podcasting. Some grandmothers like it too! Queen Elizabeth 2 took up this latest way of listening to music, according to newspaper reports she was the proud owner of a silver iPod which can hold up to 100.000 songs!
S5: The most popular site is Facebook- a place where everybody knows everything about everybody else. It has more than 26 million members! Facebook offers an adult- free world where teens can do and say what they want. They publish intimate personal details, post photos, and bare their souls. Facebook wasn't created for teenagers. Former Harvard student Mark Zuckerberg started the site in 2004 as an online university directory. 
S6: It's not just computers teens are hooked on, they are also attracted to their mobile phones. Mobile phones are used as a tool of text- messaging, as alarm clocks, calculators, to send photos, play games and to help with exam revision. 
4. Reading.
