Хід уроку
І. Підготовка до сприйняття іншомовного мовлення.
   1. Привітання.
T.: Good morning, dear pupils. I’m glad to see you again. Let’s begin our lesson.
What date it is today? What day of the week is it today? Who is absent today?
    
   2. Повідомлення теми та мети уроку.
T.: We are having an unusual lesson today. The topic of it is “England”. At the previous lessons we discussed the topic “The geographical position of Great Britain”, today we’ll visit England and its capital London. 
As you know, any trip to another country is impossible without knowledge of the language of that country. And as the English language is considered to be an international language of communication, wherever you go if you can speak English you will be understood anywhere. 
     That’s why the purpose of our lesson is - to form the lexical skills of speaking on the topic; to improve the skills of reading, translating, listening and writing; to enrich the vocabulary with the new lexical material on the topic; and to repeat the grammar material: the use of article with the proper names.

T: London has many places of interest. It’s a city of dream to everybody interested in the English history and culture. English writer Samuel Johnson said: "When a man is tired of London, he is tired of life; for there is in London all that life can afford". These words will become the motto of our today’s lesson.

T: England is the largest part of the UK. Nearly 84 per cent of population of the UK lives in England (nearly 50 mln people), mainly in the major cities and metropolitan areas.
England shares land with Scotland to the north and Wales to the west. It is closer to continental Europe than any other part of Britain. The Channel Tunnel directly links England to France.  
England takes its name from the Angles, one of the German tribes who settled in this territory during the 5th and 6th centuries. It used to be known as "Angla land", meaning "the land of the Angles".
The capital city of England is London. The Greater London is the biggest city in England, in the United Kingdom and one of the world’s largest cities. London was the historical centre of the British Empire.
England is a country of lowland, where no part of it is higher than 120 metres above the sea level. The coastal scenery of southern England is famous for chalk hills and cliffs which stretch across the south and it is often called Albion.
Lake District (or Cumbria) in Northern England is very famous and its lakes, hills and valleys make it an excellent place for having rest. The ruins of Hadrian's Wall are also here. It is a stone wall built across the north of England by the order of the Roman Emperor Hadrian to defend the northern border of Britain from the Scottish tribes.
The national symbols of  England are the National Flag, which is a red cross  on a white background, the Coat of Arms and the National Anthem. Three gold lions on a red background appeared in the English coat of arms of Richard the Lion Heart after 1195 and are still there. The red rose is the national symbol or the emblem of England.
Every nation has its own Patron Saint who in times of great trouble is called upon to help to save the country from its enemies. St. George is the Patron Saint of England. St. George's Day is celebrated on April 23rd and his flag, St. George's cross, which is the national flag of England is flown all over England.

London’s places of interest
       London is the capital of Great Britain and one of the most important political and commercial centers in the world. Its population is more than 11 million people. London is situated on the river Thames. The city was founded more than two thousand years ago by Romans and was called Londinium. 
      Traditionally London is divided into four parts: the City, Westminster, the West End and the East End.
 The City is the oldest part of London, its financial and business centre. Numerous banks, offices and firms are concentrated here. Here you can see such places of interest as St. Paul's Cathedral and the Tower of London. 
   St. Paul’s Cathedral, the greatest of English churches, was built in the 17th century by a famous English architect, Sir Christopher Wren. It took Ch. Wren 35 years to build this cathedral. The dome of St. Paul’s Cathedral contains three circular galleries - the internal Whispering Gallery, the external Stone Gallery and the external Golden Gallery. 
      The Tower of London is a complex of 20 towers set within two concentric rings of defensive walls and moat. Since it was built by William the Conqueror in the 11th century, this castle has been a fortress, a royal palace, a prison, a place of execution, an arsenal, a zoo, a royal mint, and an observatory. Now it is a museum and the place where Crown Jewels kept.
      The guards of her Royal Majesty who guard the Tower are often called «Beefeaters». They not only give guided tours of the fortress but also look after the ravens that have been living here for centuries. There is a legend that the Britain Empire will fall if they leave the Tower. That’s why the wings of the ravens are clipped to prevent them from flying away.
 Not far from the Tower of London there is Tower Bridge — a drawbridge across the river Thames. It was built at the end of the 19th century to match the medieval style of the fortress. 
Westminster is the administrative part of London. It comprises the Houses of Parliament, Westminster Abbey and Buckingham Palace.
Westminster Palace is the seat of the British Parliament. Most of the people know this building as the Houses of Parliament. There are two tall towers at the corners of the building. One of them is the Clock Tower is famous for its big bell, known as «Big Ben». The name Big Ben actually refers not to the clock-tower itself, and not to the clock, but to the thirteen ton bell hung within.
     Westminster Abbey is a large Gothic church where coronation of nearly all British kings and queens has taken place. Many of them are buried here as well as some other famous people of Great Britain. There is one place in Westminster Abbey which the tourists like to visit most of all. This is the Poet's Corner where many greatest poets and writers are buried. 
 Buckingham Palace is the official residence of the Queen in London. The monument to the Queen Victoria stands in front of it. The popular tourist show is the daily ceremony of the Changing of the Guards, which takes place in front of Buckingham Palace. 
The West End is the most beautiful part of London, it is its cultural centre. The best hotels, museums, art galleries, restaurants, theatres, cinemas and shops are located here. 
      Trafalgar Square is the geographical centre of the West End. It is a traditional place for New Year’s and Christmas celebrations. In the middle of the square stands a tall Nelson's column, which was built to commemorate the victory of Admiral Horatio Nelson over the French fleet at the Battle of Trafalgar. 
      Not far from the Nelson monument is the British Museum famous for its large collection of ancient civilizations and the richest library in the world.
      Piccadilly Circus is a famous square which is a meeting point of six streets. In the middle of Piccadilly Circus there is a statue of Eros, the Greek god of love and beauty. 
     Madame Tussaud's Museum is a wax figures collection of different stars, celebrities from the world of cinema, music, sports and politics. 
     The Globe Theatre is a reconstruction of the original circular theatre organized in the 17th century by the famous English writer William Shakespeare.
 Hyde Park, the largest of six royal parks, is famous for its Speaker's Corner, a place where people can freely express their opinion on different topics. 
     The Royal Greenwich Observatory is a place where the Prime Meridian of the Earth lies. The Greenwich meridian line is a zero reference point for all time zones in the world.
The East End is an industrial district of London. There are many plants and factories there. The London Eye, the biggest observation wheel in the world, is situated here. It is 135 meters high and it provides the incredible panoramic view of London.
      There are many other places of interest in London but it’s impossible to describe all of them. The best way to know London is to visit it.
