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There should be two lessons to fulfill the tasks.

Learning outcomes
by the end of the lesson students will be able
· to identify and discuss the early work experiences of famous individuals
· to analyse the impact of early work experiences on future careers
· to practice reading comprehension skills, including skimming, scanning, and inference
· to improve their vocabulary related to jobs, careers, and personal qualities
· to participate in discussions and express their opinions respectfully
· to write a short paragraph summarizing their findings
· to present the project.

Materials:
Whiteboard (projector or laptop)
Handouts with texts about famous people's first jobs 
Internet access for research and video clips
Worksheet with vocabulary exercises 

Procedure
Day 1: Introduction and Exploration 

Warm-up  
Brainstorm with students about different types of jobs teenagers can have. Discuss the pros and cons of working while in school.

Introduction to the Topic 
Introduce the topic of famous people and their first jobs. Ask students why they think it's interesting to learn about this. Discuss how early experiences can shape a person's future.

Vocabulary Activity 
Focus on vocabulary related to jobs and personal qualities (e.g., diligent, responsible, ambitious, etc.). You can use a worksheet, a matching activity, or simply discuss the meanings of words that came up in the texts.

Reading and Comprehension 
Divide students into small groups. Give each group a handout with short texts about the first jobs of different famous people (e.g., Oprah Winfrey, Walt Disney, Steve Jobs, etc. - tailor the choices to your students' interests). The texts should include information about the job, the person's age, and any challenges or lessons learned. Students should read the texts and answer comprehension questions (provided by you or created by them).

Group Discussion 
Each group shares what they learned about their assigned famous person. Discuss common themes and surprising facts.

Home task
Search short information about famous people to present during the next lesson.

Day 2: Presentation and Discussion 

Review 
Briefly review the famous people discussed on Day 1.

Analysis and Discussion 
Discuss the following questions as a class: 
· Whose first jobs were you impressed most? Why?
· How did these first jobs influence the famous people's later careers?
· What skills or qualities did they develop in their early jobs?
· Do you think it's important for young people to have work experience? Why or why not?

Writing Activity 
Students write a short paragraph reflecting on a job they themselves have had or would like to have. They should discuss what they learned from the experience or what they hope to learn.

Biographies of famous people (age-appropriate versions)
Articles and websites about famous people's early lives
Videos on YouTube (search for "famous people first jobs")
You can also create your own short texts based on reliable information.
