ТЕРНОПІЛЬ - 2021
Тема: Страви різних країн світу
Мета:
· cприяти розвитку комунікативних компетентностей учнів, використовуючи для цього необхідний лексико - граматичний інвентар;
· розвивати вміння взаємодіяти з іншими людьми;
· розширювати кругозір учнів щодо країн походження страв;

Очікувані результати:
використовуючи необхідний мовний інвентар до теми “ Страви різних країн світу ”, на кінець уроку учні вдосконалять свої рецептивні, інтеграційні та продуктивні комунікативні види мовленнєвої діяльності:
· розумітимуть фрази та вирази, що належать до теми “ Страви різних країн світу ”;
· розумітимуть тексти, що містять незнайомий лексичний матеріал з даної теми;
· запитуватимуть та надаватимуть відповіді на прості запитання про країну походження страв;
· спілкуватимуться, виконуючи завдання, що потребують обміну інформацією  з даної теми;
· сприйматимуть харчування як складову здорового способу життя;
· формуватимуть відповідальне ставлення до власного здоров’я. 

Ключові компетентності:
· уміння вчитися упродовж життя;
· ініціативність і підприємливість;
· математична;
· соціальна;
· обізнаність та самовираження у сфері культури;
· екологічна грамотність і здорове життя.

Інтегровані змістові лінії:

Procedure
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 I. Introduction
     1. Greeting
T: Good morning, dear students! I am glad to see you and I hope you are healthy and in a good mood. Come here and make a circle to sing the “Good morning song”.
P1-Pn:
Good morning, good morning.
How are you today?
Good morning, good morning.
I’m happy let’s play.
Good morning, good morning.
How are you today?
Good morning, good morning.

Stretch up, stretch down.
Spin your head, turn around.
Move your shoulders, up and down.
Stretch your arms and turn around.

Yeah, let’s play!
  2. Speaking
T: Look I’ve got a smiling ball. It’s happy and great. And how are you today? Let’s ask each other in a clockwise direction. Take this ball and pass it your neighbour while asking.
P1-Pn:

T: And I’m fantastic! Thanks. I wish you to have fun and smile today. Now let’s revise the classroom rules. What should we do at English lesson? 
Ps: Listen!
Hands up!
Speak in English, try your best and respect each other!
T: You are ready. Take your seats.
II. Warming-up

1. Brainstorming
T: Oh! We’ve received a video message. Your task is to watch the videos of my 8th grade students and try to guess what the theme of our lesson is.
(The pupils watch 4 videos)
You’ve watched the video. How do you think, what are we going to talk about today?
P1-Pn:
T: Good job! So, as you can see, the theme of our lesson is “Food around the world”. Today we’re going to talk about food, healthy and unhealthy food, your favourite food and where food comes from.

            2. Game “I spy”
T: Do you like to play games?
Ps:
T: Let’s revise our food vocabulary playing “I spy” game.
(The flashcards are put up around the classroom where everyone can see them)
I spy with my little eye a word beginning with the sound / l, c, f, p, o, b, s, t, m /.    
P1-P9:
T: Well done! Tell me what is your favourite food? / What don’t you like? Use our vocabulary and the words “yummy” and “yuck”. E. g.: I like pancakes. Yummy! I don’t like onions. Yuck!
P1-Pn:

III. Main part

1. Vocabulary presentation.
T: I’ve got a basket from the supermarket. Let’s see. (The teacher puts real food out of the basket). Repeat the words after me: butter, jam, garlic, noodles, soup, fried chicken, cheeseburger, crepe. Now, please open your students’ books on the page 72 and look at the words at the top of the page. Listen to the CD, point to the food in your books and repeat.
Ps:
T: I’m going to put my shopping back into my basket. Help me. Come here, close your eyes, take some food and try to guess the word.
P1 – P9:
T: Fantastic! I have a surprise for you. I’ve hidden something interesting under your desks. Look under your desks and try to find it. Ok. Some students have got the cards with new words. Who has got …? Take your card, go to the board and match your word to the picture. 

           2. Reading.
T: Now look at the texts in your books. Can you recognize any of the food the children are eating?
Ps:
T: The title is “Street food”- food you can buy on the streets. Do you know any type of street food we can buy in Ukraine?
(Possible answers: hot dogs, cheeseburgers, hamburgers, panini, sandwiches, ice cream…)
Ps:
T: I’m going to play the CD and you, follow in your books. 
So, listen to the parts of the text. Read them.
P1 – P4:
T: Answer the questions:
1) Where do cheeseburgers come from? (They come from the USA.)
2) What are cheeseburgers? (They’re meat and cheese in bread.)
3) What is in chicken Kyiv? (There’s butter and garlic.)
4) Where is chicken Kyiv from? (It’s from Ukraine.)
5) Can you have noodles in soup? (Yes, you can.)
6) Where do crepes come from? (They’re from France.)
7)  What is in a sweet crepe? (There’s jam or chocolate.)
P1 – P7:
T: At the top of the text there is a word “health” and at the beginning of the lesson we mentioned “healthy” and “unhealthy” words. Do you know what do they mean? How do you think, street food is yummy? But is it healthy? 
Ps:
T: Remember! Doctors say that street food is unhealthy, especially when you eat it every day. Mind this fact.

          3. Grammar presentaion and practice.
The teacher holds up a picture of Ss’ national food (borshch) in one hand and that country’s flag in the other hand and say, e.g. Borshch comes from Ukraine. Repeat after me. The teacher writes the sentence on the board and asks the students to guess what “comes from” means.
T: Loot at grammar box at the top of page 73. I’m going to read the sentences and you have to repeat after me.
Ps:
T: Mind: we use “comes from” when we talk about uncountable food words and “come from” when we have plural countable food words (2, 3, …)
T: Let’s do exercise 2. Name the words. Now answer the question:
Where does it come from?
P1 – P4:
T: Make up the sentences using the phrases “come from/ comes from” and pictures with food and flags.
P1 – P4:

          4. Listening.
T: And now, let’s do exercise 3. Read the questions 1-3. Look at the pictures. What food can you see? 
Ps:
T: You are going to listen to people talking about the food they are eating. Choose the correct picture (a, b or c) while listening.
Ps:
            5. Relaxation.
T: We eat healthy food to be healthy. What else should we do to be healthy?
(The teacher encourages pupils to answer: do exercises, move, do sports, play games and dance)
Ps:
T: Watch the penguins dance video, sing and move and I wish you to be active like our penguins. Stand up and come here in front of your desks.

Put your hands up in the air
and shake your booties round

Hand  on your toes 
and turn around, around.

Hands way up high, 
hands way down low
Stamp with your feet and
jump, jump, jump.

            6. Pair work. Speaking.
T: Bravo! Don’t sit down. We’re going to work in pairs. Find your partner. Take the card with questions, ask each other and answer. 
- Do you have pancakes for breakfast?
- Do you like cheeseburgers?
- Do you have soup for dinner?
- Are peppers healthy?
- Do you want a crepe for lunch?
- Do you like fried chicken?
- Do you like omelette?
- Is milk healthy?
- Do you like biscuits?
(The teacher monitors the pupils’ work and asks them to change the partner from time to time)
Now present your mini dialogues and then sit down.
Ps:
            7. Group work. Writing.
T: Look behind your chairs. You can see circles with apples, oranges, bananas and cherries. Make the groups according to the fruit. Take the pack with legos, read the parts of the sentence and make the construction to have the correct sentence. 
1) I like noodles for dinner.
2) I have crepes for breakfast.
3) Cheeseburgers come from the USA.
4) They like pancakes with jam.
T: Read your sentence, chose one pupil to write this sentence on the board. Write these sentences in your notebooks.
            8. Quiz.
T: Today we’ve talked much about food, where food comes from, your favourite food, healthy and unhealthy food. Let’s check whether you can be food experts. Let’s do “Healthy and unhealthy” quiz. Watch the video and answer the questions.

IV. Summing up.
T: Now I can say that you are super food experts. I hope you’ve learned something new, interesting and useful today. You are bright! Do you like our lesson? What do you like most of all? What don’t you like? Come here take your food sticker and stick it to the sentence that is true for you:
1) I know where food comes from.
    I can define healthy and unhealthy food.
2) I need more practice.

V. Home assignment.
T: Thank you for your active work. I was greatly impressed with your answers.
