· to communicate about helping at home
· to activate learnt words
· to play lexical games

Equipment: cards with the tasks, videos, students` projects
Type: Flipped classroom 
Procedure
I. Warm up 
Watch a video, sing a song and relax https://m.youtube.com/watch?v=gFl4K0i6ZFg 

II.  Students` projects
Children had to carry out different tasks at home, we do them one by one 

1) A list of home appliances
The student reads his list one by one, the class translates the words.

2)  Riddles
Two students read prepared riddles; the class tries to guess things.
1. If you want to have a clean home
This appliance is a must
Because it can clean all your floors
As it sucks up dirt and dust
(A vacuum cleaner)

2. When you need to cook some food
This appliance might be chosen
As it can bake some cookies
Or a pizza which is frozen
(An oven) 

3. I’m something in your house
But I am not your bed
As I’m in your kitchen
I’m used to cook your bread
(A toaster)
4. This has something to control its temperature
But it’s not an air conditioner unit
It is in your kitchen and it has a door
And it often has meat, cheese and milk in it
(A fridge)

5. This is something in your house
Which is used because it cleans
It`s not a dishwasher though
As it cleans your socks and jeans
(A washing machine  )

6. I have shelves but I’m not a bookcase
I have a door but I’m not a cupboard
I have a light but I’m not a lamp
I contain food but I’m not a grocery store

(A broom)

Feeding or walking family pets
Cleaning birdcages

6) A dialogue
· Two girls act their own dialogue.
· Children from the class discuss it, give the questions and answer them.

Kh: I don't know. I have to wash the dishes, sweep the floor, make a bed, walk a dog, and do homework. 
Dz: Do you know that you only have 2 hours for everything?
Kh:  I know, but I need to do it!
Dz: Maybe, your sister can help you?
Kh: No she is doing her duties. She must mop the floor, tidy up all the rooms!
Dz: What's about your mum?
Kh: My mum is feeding a dog, than she must do shopping, wash a car and cook dinner.
Dz: Hmm..Maybe, I can help you?
Kh: Have you done all your house duties?
Dz: Yes, I cooked dinner, did shopping and tidied my room.
Kh: Wow!
Dz: I can come to you at 3.30p.m.
Kh: OK, bye, wait for you!
Dz: Bye!

7) Stories about doing chores
Two boys read their stories
1.  I make the bed, do the washing up, vacuum clean, clean the shoes, dust the furniture, tidy my room and take the rubbish out. I usually clean my flat on Friday.
  
2. My daily chores are making my bed, washing up, tidying my room in the evening, cleaning my clothes and taking out the rubbish.  My mum and granny cook food. I sometimes help them and serve the table. Once a week, on Sundays my parents give the flat a big cleaning. We dust the furniture, iron the clothes, mop the floor, clear out the bathroom and the kitchen, vacuum-clean the carpets in our bedrooms and clean the mirrors.

What duty do you hate to do?
What chores do you do every day?
Do you like to do your householding chores with music?
What are your mother`s chores? 
What are your father`s chores?
What are your sister`s chores?
What are your brother`s chores?

Who in your family walks your dog?
Who in your family washes up?
Who in your family takes the rubbish out?
Who in your family prepares food?
What duties do you have to do in the cleaning day?
