The procedure of the lesson
1. Greeting
Hello, how are you feeling today? What do you usually do to improve your mood? 
One of the ways of making your mood better is going in for sports. We have been learning the topic “Sport” for some lessons. You’ve learnt the new lexical items and we have done exercises on using the passive voice. Today we are going to systematize your knowledge on the topic "Sport", to improve lexical skills on the topic, develop your reading, listening and speaking skills, develop the ability of working in a group, cultivate love for sports, a healthy lifestyle, awareness of the importance of sports.

2. Football is a very good activity for both boys and girls It’s a team sport, with two teams, each of 11 players. They try to score goals by kicking a ball into a net at opposite ends of the pitch. Women’s football is becoming more and more popular.
