A bakery is an establishment that produces and sells flour-based food baked in an oven such as bread, cookies, cakes, doughnuts, bagels, pastries, and pies.
A bookstore is a store that sells books, and where people can buy them. A used bookstore or second-hand bookshop sells and often buys used books.
Butchers prepare and sell meat and meat products. Butchers prepare meat for customers by boning, tying, grinding, cutting and trimming meat. They clean, cut, weigh, package and label products to meet customer satisfaction.
A clothes shop or clothes store is any shop which sells items of ready-made clothing. A small shop which sells expensive or designer clothing may be called a boutique. A shop that sells clothes for a narrowly restricted market such as school uniforms or outdoor sports may be called an outfitter.
Florists, or floral designers, sell flowers and floral arrangements to customers. They cut and arrange flowers and greenery to make decorative displays. Florists are part of the industry called floriculture. Growers produce vast amounts of flowers for the wholesale market.
The greengrocer sells fresh produce which is grown by a farmer. Some greengrocers specialize in offering organic produce which is grown without the use of artificial pesticides. Grocers offer fresh produce in season, but may also have imports that are in demand. These usually cost more.
A newsagent's shop or simply newsagent's or paper shop is a business that sells newspapers, magazines, cigarettes, snacks and often items of local interest. Newsagents typically operate in busy public places like city streets, railway stations and airports. Racks for newspapers and magazines can also be found in convenience stores, bookstores and supermarkets. 
A shoe shop is a shop that sells shoes. Shoe salesmen and women work in retail establishments, helping clients select shoes that will make them happy in terms of overall fit, style and their budget.
