 Natural wonders to see in Ukraine 
What comes up to your mind when you hear the word “travelling”? The names of countries, continents or even islands. But we forget that there are plenty of exciting places you can visit in Ukraine. So let’s find out some of them! 
Podilski Tovtry 
Podilski Tovtry is the biggest natural park in Ukraine, which occupies an area of over 2,600 square kilometers. The park is located in Khmelnytskyi Region and included in the UNESCO World Heritage Site. In Podilski Tovtry you will find historical sites like the deep caves and a flooded village of Bakota, as well as some rare plants and animals and, of course, amazingly beautiful landscapes.
The Dniester Canyon.
Another natural wonder of Ukraine is the biggest canyon in Ukraine - The Dniester Canyon. Local people often call it a true masterpiece of nature because of the tall hills covered with trees, several waterfalls and ancient caves. It stretches for 250 kilometers between four regions in western Ukraine including Ternopil, Ivano-Frankivsk, Chernivtsi and Khmelnytsk Region.
 Oleshky Sands 
Did you know about the “Ukrainian Sahara”? Here it comes, located in Kherson Region and called Oleshky Sands. It’s interesting that it only looks like a desert, 



but really is the largest dry steppe in Ukraine that is stretched for almost 150 kilometers. This place offers a great possibility to feel “in another world” as well as biosphere reserve, landscape parks and an underground lake to be seen. 
Vylkove 
We also have a piece of Italian beauty situated in Odessa Region. Vylkove is an amazingly unusual city for Ukraine fully situated on water. That’s why it can remind one of Venice. With its narrow canals instead of ordinary streets. Vylkove surprises its visitors at first glance. Here boats are most often used as a means of transportation. And it is highly recommended to go on boat excursions with the locals, who can show you some hidden spots and tell you exciting stories for your posts.
